Dr. Frederick Albert Cook. who has
long been Interested in_polar expedi-
tions, and has received numerous dec-
orations for his researches and writ-
ings, was born at Callicoon Depot, Bul-
livan County, N. Y., in 1865, and until
his last journey to the north was a
resident of Brooklyn.

After years of study and practical
experience In the generally accepte«
methods of seeking the elusive pole,
Dr. Cook, early in 1907, told the mem-
bers- of the Explorers’ Club in this
city, of which he was president, that
he was geoing out “on his own hook,”
and find the pole or die in the at-
tempt.

Representatives of certain organiza-
tions that have sent out elaborataly
equipped expeditions in the past
looked upon Dr. Cook’s plan of going
it practically alone as a foriorn hope.
They sald he was going to sure death,
and expressed surprise that & man of
his experience considered for a mo-
ment the fdea of making the final
dash with only two Eskimos and a
team of dogs. That was back in the
spring of 1907,

Dr. Cook only smiled at the obser-
vations of these men and said to his
friends;

“I am golng practicaily alone, and
’Y Wil 'ty td reach the pole by a new

route through Nansen Strait.”

Those friends quickly rallied around
the persistent explorer, and in the
summer of 1907 he salled from North
Sydney, C. B., aboard the schooner
John R. Bradley. with Captain Moses
Bradley as salling master. He took
aboard his equipment of sledges, dogs,
and arctic supplies at Etah, Green-
land. It was here Dr. Cook told
Bradley that he intended to set aside
all tradition by making the dash to
the pole during the winter months,
when the elements are considered
least advantageous for an advanes
northward.

Finally the intrepid explorer left
the schooner to press on over the
ice where no vessel could go, and
Captain Bradley came south again in
a doubtful frame of mind. He wished
Cook the best of luck, but he was
fearful.

For months thereafter, nothing was
{ heard of the man who was pressing
i northward slowly but surely. After
Bradley had made his report and ex-
pressed his fears, Cook's friends be-
gan to plan a rellef expedition. But,
to thelr surprise. on July 11, 1908, Mrs.
Cook told them she had recelved a
letter from her husband dated De-
cember 6 1907,

BUT NO SCHOOLS

NeClelon Adminisiation Westes
Thousans on Lod While Ppis
Mist Conise on Part Tine.

The Committee of One Hundred has
been making an investigation and an-
alysis of the statistics of part-time
puplis in the public schools, and it ls-
sued a statement yesterday based on
these researches, in which it blames
the grafting McClellan administration
for the inadequacy of accommodations
for school children. The statement fs,
in part, as follows:

“No appropriation for the erection
of any school bulldings has been made
since June, 1908. The Board of Edu-
cation has been forced since December
1 to discharge seventy-five employes
who were enguged In the work con-
nected with the conmstruction of new
bulldings. The Board of Education
has frequently made requesta for ap-
propriations, and the actual conditions
have been repeatedly called to the at-
tention of the Board of Estimate and
Apportionment. This board, on May
8 last, refused to make the appropri:
ation of $6,799,010 asked for by the
Controller,

‘“The policy of the last two ad-
ministrations has beén to spend on
the purchase of sites all the money
made avallable for extension of school
facilities. The result is that with
many sites located where schools ware
urgently needed the Board of Ap-
portionment refused money for school
bulldings, while spending it for ad-
ditional sitew. '

Eighty Vacant Sites.

““The, city has at the present time
no less than eighty wvacant sites.
There are fiftsen In Manhattan, ten
in the Bronx, thirty-four in Brook-
Iyn, fourteen In Qu»rensy, avd n.ne
in Richmend. Ten otherz Lave Leen
appropriated for, but not yet ac-
quired. The purchase of sites has bheen
authorized even iIn localities where
there are already sufficient accommo-
dations for school children, and where
there will probably not for many
years be any occasion for the erec-
ton of new schools. '

““The latest statistics available show
children on part time in the schooly
of eleven out of twenty-two distrists
in Manhattan, In all the four diriricts
In the Bronx, in all the fourteen dis-
tricts of Brookiyn, in the four districts
of Queens and in one of the two dis-
tricta in Richmond. The estimated
tofal fumber ' of school children who
will be on part timesthis fall is 65,868,
At whom 44,796 will be In Brooklyn,
21,000 in Manhattan, 4,659 in the
Bronx, 3,315 In Queens and 192 in
Richmond. .

But there's the rub, and the express
companies fcawter that fear for their
own purposes in order that both big
and lit"'a may oav them tribute.

It the individual farmer could
“mail"” a barrel of apples, a ham or
a crate of 2ggs to the individual con-
aumer at a trifling cost. sutficlent to pay
the cost of garriage and delivery, great
henefit would ‘accrue to both producer
and consumer, but the middlemen, for
whom this capitalist government lives
ard moves and has its being, woull
be climinated.
