Election in Big Union This Year Rivals
" That of Last Year.

INDIANAPOLIS, Ind, Nov. 28.—
The ballots for the election of presi-
dent and other officers of the United
Mine Workers of America are being
sent out from the headquarters here
to all the locals in the organization
and friends of President Tom Lewis
and Willlam Green, of Ohlo, both of
whom are in the race for the presi-
dency, are canvassing personally the
several districts and sending out thou-
sands of circular letters In advocacy
of thelr candidates.

John H. Walker, of Illinois, who
was a candidate against Lewis last
year, is managing Green's Canvass,
and as much interest 's being mani-
fested as there was last year.

Reports from the locals in the soft
coal districts show that the miners
will demand a substantial increase In
wages and that changes In the work-
ing agreement will also be demanded.

Questions to be Discussed.

Among the many matters to be con-
sidered, probably the most important;
will be the devising of ways and
meang for bringing to a triumphant
clase the strike of the 10.000 “eamen
on the Great’ Lakes, which has been
dragging along for about seven
months, much to the chagrin of the
Lake Carriera, who had predicted
that the strike would be broken be-
fore the end of last June, and who,
now that the bad weather has set in,
deterring inexperienced men from
scabbing, show unmistakable signs, it
is sald, of weakening.

Another matter of prime impor-
tance will be the subject of legisla-
tion In so far as @t affects the status
of seamen. Andrew Furnsith. presi-
dent of the International Union. has
this to say of maritime codes in gen-
eral: R .

“In reading over the different mari-
time codes it must become plain to the
reader that there is no practical dif-
ference bhetween them in reference to
the status of the seamen. In all codes
he is made the property of the vessel
on which he sails; once having signed
he must serve with or against his will
at’ses. in an open roadstead, or in a
safe harbor. To leave the vessel singly
or In combination brings prigon pen-
alty. To refuse to work. even while
lying in a safe harbor, where there is
no danger to life or property, bring~
prison pelalty, along with loss of
wages earned. Wages to be egrned
may be, and is taken to pay for serv-
ices of ship-owners' agents, who serve
as middlemen In hunting up men, for
the vessel.

In practically all codes there is per-
mission to hire and take to sea as
members of the crew, any men re-
gardless of their skill or lack of skill.
regardless of their knowledge or lack
of knowledge in the language used on
the vessel on which they are to serve.
This means that the most ineficient
men set the wages for the efficient
ones. and that the efficient men at sea
do the work for the Inefficlent onea.”

A World-Wide Reform of Laws.

“According to the last report..” says
the Prison Commission’s officials,
“only about one-quarter of the per-
sons committed to this jail were
vagrants, and about two-thirds were
laborers. ,

According to the report there has
scarcely been a prosperous trades or-
ganization that the Rensselaer cops
have overlooked.

The Inspectors say that jf the
county jall is going to .do such a
wholesale and highly represehtative
business, it ought 10 be kept in com-
fortable condition. Separate classes
for men and women prizroners and a
proper division of Rensselaer Coun-
ty's law violators while inl jail, so that
the less hardened criminais w\'l n.s
be contaminated, are also recom-
mended. )

The only
harm which this amazing decision will
have upon the most overawing octo-
pus of the age of Capitalism, it would
seem, is merely to tear off some of its
ornaments and outer garbs, which In-
deed may be but impediments, yet
leave its body intact, firm and in fine
fighting trim!-

“All this would be foreboding and
depressing were it not possible to dis-
cern a rift in the cloud through which
the gleam of a brighter day might be
detected. The tendency of Capital is
‘towards centralization. It must be so.
For competition means dissipation.
Dissipation means destruction. ™

““The only way that Capital can be-
come all powerful is to cease figating
itself. It must unite its forces to fight
the whole world. The Issue must be,
either the most appalling Monarchy,
or Oligarchy, history has ever known
-~the monarchy of universally con-
solldated Capital——the organised unity
of world wide wealth under the con-
trol of capitalistic kings—or its exact
opposite, namely, the consolidation of
the world's wealth under the control
of its creators—the People—who ghall
become the real sovereigns of the
earth, and rule throughout its de-
