Furthermore, each” pledge signer is to
be provided with printed slips for inclos-
ing with every bill they pay, reading:

“I am pledged to save ajl 1 can from
personal expenses in order to promote
the woman suffrage movement."”

't ig My opinion that the greatest
missgion of the National Office in the
future is to be the publisher and dis-
seminator of Socialist lterature, Such
activity Is distinctly a national mat-
ter.

The only question involved s
whether it shzll be done by private
concerns or by the organization. In
the annual report, in January, | ex-
pressed the opinion that the National
Office cught to become the greatest,
if not the only, publisher of Soctalist
literature. The only objections I have
heard since then have come from pri-
vate publishers. Their ostensible rea-
son for objlecting is that it might re-
sult in paternalism within the party.
This |s identically the same obhjection
which vur enemlies make against So-
calters.  And it is equally as fal-
lacious.

Just as we propose to prevent So-
ciallsn: from developing paternalism
by surrounding it with safeguards, so
also we can and will prevent the party
from developing paternalism by sur-
rounding it with safeguards. It is
already surrounded with safeguards,
for that matter, but if we need more,
let us have more, instead of trying to
make the clock of progress run back-
ward,

There need not be the slightest hos-
(Ulity toward the private publishers.
The National Office should absorb
them on terms which will be fair to
all. It is a waste of time and energy
to Iinvestigate the private concerns, ex-
cept in po far as it calls attention to the
fact that the party should be its own
| publisher. They have done good work,
,and the party has no right to obect to
thelr activities so long as it does not
supply the demand for' literature It-
self,

The national constitution already
authorizes the publishing of Socialist
jliterature by the National.Otlice, Un-
| less the convention takes action to’the
,contrary, it will be taken for granted
,that the constitution also authorizes
the installation of a printing plant by
{the Neztional Office, in order to pub-
| Hish literature to better advantage, in
i case it should be more economical. It
{ will undoubtedly be more economical
if the literature business of the office
;\s expanded as herein suggested.
| Organlzation and Agitation.

Of late, in order not to interfere
with arrangements made by the State
organizations, the dates for national
lecturers and organizers have not been
mgde by the Nationa] Office, except in
cases of forelgn speaking organizers,
whose dates have been arranged by
the national translator-secretaries,
The plan has been to assign organ-
Izers to States where needed, the Na-
tional Office paying the deficits,

At the time of the national congress
of 191J, six of the States were un-
organized, namely: Delaware, Vir-
ginia, North Carolina, South Carolina,
Georgla and Miesissippl. Virginia be-
came an organized State in October,
1810; Georgile, In January, 1911; Mis-
sissippl, In July, 1911, and North Caro-
lina, tn March, 1912,

Of the two remaining unorganized
States, Delaware’ Nis dix" locaks ‘and
South Carolina. has nine locals and
eight members gt large. It is possible
that a State organization will be
formed soon.

The unorganized Territory of Alaska
has fourteen locals and four members
at large. It is probable that a Terri-
torial organization will be formed
there soon.

In January, 1912, the District of
Columbia separated from the State or-
ganization of Maryland and received a
charter of Its own, having the same
rights as a separate State,

In Porto Rico we have one local
In the Canal Zone we have a num-
ber of members at large,

Lyceum Department.

either been proposed or have actually been put into operation.

Even on the farms at the present time there are hundreds of |
thousands of men who own nothing and have nothing except their
power to work. They are hired men, as much at the mercy of the
employing farmer as the sweatshop worker is at the mercy of:
the sweater. Yet farm hand and city employe alike are part of that
ti’ui body of persons known as the ultimate consumer. Each
needs the fruits of the work of the other. Neither has any control
over what he produces. !

It might be possible, with a well regulated and well organized|
parcels post, for a shirtwaist manufacturer to send his goods cheaplyi
to persons living on a farm, and for the ‘farmer in return to send his|
agricultural products to the town and city workers. Possibly the!
middleman evil might thereby be mitigated. though it would not be
wholly €liminated.

Even then the real evil would remain, for those who produced
the clothing and those who tilled the soil would still be at the mercy
of those who own the machinery and those who own the farm. That
the degree of exploitation would be any less is unthinkable, for'
farmer and manufacturer alike are in business for the purpose of |
extracting the last possible degree of profit, and that can be done
only by increasing in intensity the rate at which the workers, the
actual producers, are exploited.

While, however, in present circimstances the parcels post
would be of benefit mostly to the small manufacturer and the minor
farmer, there is an excellent idea involved in it. Society itself should
be the distributing agency for all that the members of society need.
But the forces of the State should not be used merely for the benefit
of a particular class within society. They should not be used for
the purpose of assisting land owners or manufacturers, but for the
purpose of giving to everv one the best possible service:

This can be accomplished only in one way.

Instead of permitting the express companies to dictate terms
to the postoffice, the government should own the postoffice. Instead
of permitting the railroads to dictate terms, the government should
own the railroads. Instead of those who now have the ownership
of socially necessary machinery, the government should own the

machinery. Then the means of transportation could be utilized for
the bencfit of consumer and producer alike, but not before then.
