EXPLODING TANK
ROCKS HASTINGS

Spectaculay Pyrotechnics Attend $80,-
000 Fire at Chemical Works on

the Hudson,

HABTINGS8-ON-HUDEON, June 11
~A fire yesterday in the refining plant
of the Zinsser Chemical Works here
caused a losg of more than 3$60,000.
The blaze was a brilliant spectacle,
and attracted hundreds of persons,
many of whom came miles to witness
it. Explosions of oil and alcohol were
heard four or five miles.

The National Conduit and Cable
Company, adjoining the Zinsser
works, and the bulldings of the Hast-
ings Pavement Company, were also
threatened. The local firemen, alded
by the fire brigade of all three plants,
confined the flames to the bullding
where they started.

A blg tank in the Zinsser works,
containing 60,000 gallons of oil, blew
up with a tremendous roar and shook
the ground for miles. Persong in
Yonkers, five miles away, say they felt
the shock. Panes of glass were
broken.

The twelve-foot cover of one of the
tanks was hurled through the air and
narrowly missed a cottage a quarter
of a mile awa)y. Barrels filled with
alcohol were huried In the alr, and
several of these burst in the alr and
took fire. Several of the firemen werg
scalded by slcohol and burned by
embers, but not seriously. Traffic on
the New York Central Rallrodd was
held up for several hours.

WORK UNDERMINES
ENGINEERS' HEALTH

All Grades of Mechanics
Suffer From Insanitary
Conditions.

By J. P. O'MAHONY.

When a person starts in the engi-
neering business he has to serve not
less than five years as a coal passer,
wiper ot cleaner, during which time
he must study mechanical engineer-
ing In order to pass a satisfactory ex-
aminatioin at-the epd of that time.
The riite of compensation is about
$30 p~r month for twelve or fourteen
hours' work the wages being paid by
the month, whether it be thirty or
thirty-one days long.

After working for twelve or four-
teen hours per day for thirty or thirty-
one days, as the case may be If any-
thing should happen with the furnace,
he is called upon to stay hours with-
out cumpensation, as no pay can be
expected for overtime.

The conditions In genera] are most
insanitary n all engine houses and
iirerooms and by the time a man has
worked himself up from a cleaner,
wiper, coal passer, etcy; to engineer,
or genegritl mechanic, he Is s0 used up
that his ambition and energy is ex-
hausted. When he reaches that stage
he can see, 5o far as the hotel indus-
try is concerned, there is nothing fur-
ther he can do in that line—he has
simply reached the point where his
conditions have reached a standstill—
long hours of hard labor, poor sani-
tary «omditions, small compensation
and a broken down constitution for
the halance of his life.

If he gets married, and attempts to
rear u family upon the compensation
he receives, he has to struggle even
harder. Should he marry he would
have to struggle on for the balance of
his Iife and find it impossible to save
money and keep’ his family In the
meantime, and when he dles leave
nothing behind him but disease or
consumption to his descendants, which
were caused by the long hours of con-
finement under insanitary conditions
during all thoee years.

Under such conditions a man |ls
simply a physica] wreck at 40 or 45
years of age, and seeing that there
could be nothing done except by or-
zanization, the engineers made up
their mind to stand together with
their hotsl workers and join the In-
ternational Hotel Workers' Unlon  and
try to make better conditions for all
in generul.

Their cause is therefore the cause of all other workers,
enslaved and degraded by capitalist class rule. The waiters dis-

And while espousing their cause, it does not hesitate to point
out to them that with Socialists in power in this city the outrageous
treatment they have recently received would be impossible. On the
other hand, the municipal authority of the city would, as far as it
was controlled by a Socialist administration, be on their side. There
would be no onslaughts by police on striking pickets, no arrests of
men legitimately attempting to better-their conditions, and no hotel
proprietor would dare for one moment to force labor from unwilling
men under the threat of police clubbing as was done yesterday.

And, besides, the banquet to the aristocratic Prussian naval
officers would at least have been postponed until the waiters’ griev-
ances had been attended to. A Socialist administration, while not
/inhospitable, would place the welfare of the workers far ahead of
that of the strangers within their gates.
