Misses Crashing Over
Boston Bridge Onto
Fast ‘Express.

OVER TWENTY HURT

Scabs Operating Cars Re-
sult in Twelve Accidents,
Many Most Serious.

ROSTON, June 13.—With 100 ‘men.
women and children aboard, an in-
ward bound City Point, Soath Bos-
ton, surface car left the tracks on
the Broadway extension beidge to-
day and crashed head-on Into a small
power house 1n the middle of the

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VOTES FOR WOMEN, ROOSEVELT'S BAIT

How far women can influence their husbands and the male
population generally in matters political may not be sus-
ceptible of exact statement, but evidently Theodore Roosevelt. in
announcing his somewhat belated conversion to woman suffrage,
seems to believe that it can be sufficiently exercised to be worth
making a political bid for, and has caused it to be announced that
his platform will contain a plank demanding votes for women.

We cannot remember that the Colonel, in all his enormous out-
pouring of speech and writing, has ever given much attention to
women beyond reiterating the supreme importance of their function
of child bearing and recommending .its strenuous and unlimited
exercise to them. It might not, in fact, be an overstatement to
affirm that on the whole he has hitherto regarded women mainly
as breeding animals. Now, however, he seems to have perceived
that in addition the function of voting also properly belongs to
them. And no doubt he considers it of special importance—to
him—at the present juncture. .

Women who have been active in advocating the franchise for
their sex are rcported as displaying a healthy attitude of skepti-
cism and doubt as to this move. They recognize it as ‘‘shrewd
politics” and are inclined to doubt the sincerity of the Colonel
somewhat while not by any means rejecting his proffer.

It is, however, by no means certain that the recognition of a
thhﬁ as a piece of shrewd politics, which is only another way of
declaring it to be bait for votes, guarantees those who.perceive it
from falling for the bait. Men who supposedly have political ex-
perience and have been voting for decades, still can be deluded

the promise of planks and measures which they also recognize
as “shrewd politics,” and it can hardly be expected that women
who are inexperienced should show greater political discernment.
1f they do so in this case, it will be one of the strongest arguments
for woman suffrage.

However, if the thing is really considered shrewd politics, there
is nothing to prevent Taft or any of the ather candidates from
following the example of Roosevelt in this matter. In such case
‘it is almost certain they will, as promises cost capitalist politicians
nothing, and are the main reliance for entrapping the much needed
votes.
" The Socialist party has carried in its platform from its very
first entrance on the political field a plank declaring for adult suf-
frage regardless of sex. It has not, however, by any means attracted
the majority of woman suffragists, probably for the reason that
the Socialist party was considered to have no chance of winning.
In all probability Roosevelt's adoption of the plank will appeal
especulg' to those women who, like the majority of male voters,
want “something now” and imagine that the incorporation of their
demand in the platform of a party that has a chance of winning
means its enactment into law when the party has won. For genera-
tions the male voters have been hoodwinked by this delusion, and
it still works.

The difference is that Roosevelt cannot speak for a Republican
Céngress or Senate; that most of the Republicans are opposed to
woman suffrage and would vote i

a st it despite its appearancc
in the Roosevelt platform, which §:;‘ do not consider binding in
:‘!.i:ilvd upon them. They would

!

mply recognize it in turn as

politics, a trick to secure votes, a promise not intgnded
to be redeemed. The fact that Roosevelt favored it would in
‘no way compel them to enact it into law. But this attitude is
enirely different to that of the Socialists, all of whom through years
of strenuous endeavor have consistently advocated woman suf-
frage, and whose platform is not subject to the personal political
needs of their candidate for the Presidency. The platform is made
for him as well as all other Socialists, and he has nothing to say
more than any other member of the Socialist party as to what
planks shall or shall not be inserted ‘therein.

It has been said that women do not understand politics, and this
incident will test the accusation. However, even if they suffer
themselves to be deluded by Roosevelt's promise, it can be at
least “contended that they are no more obtuse than the millions
of male voters who have been for years buncoed by “shrewd poli-

tics” of this identical stripe.

Anent the discussion now going on
in our party press regarding the pro-
posed Fection 6 ¢f our national con-
stitution prohibiting the adiocacy of
crime, sabotaf® und viglence, 1 recall
the fact that several years since In our
Massachusretts State convention a
precious palr, who have gince become
notorfous for fheir vicious attacks
upon Socialism, proposed a resolution
prohibiting our speakers from advo-
cating atheism or free love. The
offering of this resolution at this time
put the party In an uncomfortable
dilemma and was intended to do so by
those who offered it. To vote for the
resolution was an admission that our
speakers had advocated atheism and
free love. To vote against the reso-
lution put the party on record osten-
sibly, at least, ag favoring such advo-
cary.

It seems to me that the -proposed
Section € puts the party in a similar
dilemma, though it {8 difficuit to be-
lieve that those who advocate it have
pny such object in view. To vote for
the article is an admission that mem;
bers of the Soclalist party do advo-
cate crime, sabotage and vivlence.
while to vote against it might leave
the impression with those who are
anxious to he s0 Impressed that the
Soclalist party favors wuch tactics.
Neither of these conclusions is ror-
rect, and those who proposed this ar-
ticle should have had foresight
enourgh tu discern the equivocal posi-
tlon into which they were forcing tha
party.

In this connection I recall also the
fauct that eight years a%xo at our na-
tional convention an article of simi-

that only persons of "'good morals”
should be admitted to party member-
ship. Agaln the Boclalist party was
put in a dilemma. but the convention
had sanse enough to reject the article
In toto, even at the risk of seeming
to advocate an immoral membership.
The* proposition was born of bour-
genisle sentiment and prejudice and
had no place in a Soclalist constitu-
tion.

The proposed Section 6 Is of a simi-
lar origine. "Crime."” “sabotage” and
“violence,” llke "'morals,’’ are words
of elastic meaning. At present they
must be understood and interpreted
largely in terms of capitalist society.
As Bocialists we are in no way hound
to accept such Interpretations within
our own organization, and therefore
have no right 1o measure our fellcw
Comrades by them.

It is safe to say that now that th=
guestion has been raised and forced
to the front by the ghort-sighted ac-
tion of our national convention, the
capitalist press, will- alm to give to
these words as broad a meaning and
attach to them as much of opprobri-
uni as possible. '

Only yesterday | saw a news item
in the Boston Globe citing the fact
that & firm in that city had sought
an Infunctioy against four of its em-
ployes churging thém with “sabotage.”
The sabotage copsisted of the fact that
these employes had “shirked their
work,” In other words, had refuseq to
be gpeeded up to the bosses’ demunds
and had urged their fellow employes
to take a similar stand. The slave
driver's lash of modern capitalism,
known as the gpeeding up process lo
secure the "highest efficiency.” s per-
fectly legal and respectable. To rebel
agulnst it Is “‘sabotage,” for the ad-
vocacy of which ‘members of the So-
clalist party are to be subject to the
penalty of expulsion. If this test was
to be rigidly applied, I am afraid there
woluld not be enough of our member-
ship left to make up a respectable
funeral procession. Let us ul least
be honest, Comrades. [ do not believe
ythat the party ever hag or ever will
| punish with expulsion the advocacy of
such tactica as this, and a dozen such
articles in our national constitution
would be 3 dead letter in dealing with

such a concrete case. If the case |
| have cited 15 sabotage, then I am quite
|willing' that the expulsion process
ilhould begin with me. I will never
allow my tongue to be bridled by such
a plece of bourgeoise claptrap and

anything be more destructive of a young
movement than this if lived up to? And
should we try at any cost to make some-
hodv believe that ne are perfectly agreed
m every step toward our goal?! The
advorates nf the clanse tell us that many
new members of the party are over-en-
thusiastic abeut sabotage and that in
!time, arquiring mare knowledge of Bo-
i vialism, they turn to other more firmly
nstablished methods of cless warfare.
Does not this speak agninst the necessity
nf the sabatage clause? the latter
rase those voung. earpes! llows would
be kept out of the party, perhaps never
getting the opportunity of comparing their
views and enlightening themselves on
practical subjects. The more
methods would get then a stronger im-
petus and the progress of the working
~lass would be considerably retarded.
The desire to have the sabotage clause
seems to me thé echo of the éraft or
aristocratic unionism. always ready to
keep ont the “ignorapt™ and the “un-
wieldy.” Is the cluss solidarity increased
by it?

Mind vou. ! do not advance here any
partieular preferepces for xabotage, prac-
ticed almost by all workers. individually
and collectively,

Still less am 1 ready to advocate politi-
cal dickering with the middle classes or
fizhting on the barricades when our politi-
~al candidates are prevented from enter-

ing officey. as has been proposed by
Comrade Hillquit. Nevertheless, | would
be as much against the expulsion of

l.\lnrril Hillquit as against that of Bill
Haywnood and others who use the weord
“sahotage.” while_ others practice and
{counsel it without mentioning this tetm.
If we would be consistent in the ex-
puision policy it would soon expel each
nther before having had an opportunity
of thorough discussion and ngreement
upon practical tactics. However, the
party ab a whole has and will proceed in
2 different way. It will adopt the tactics
aceepted by the majority and will' tolerate
!and even welcome the expregsion of the
opinion nf the minority as long as they
pledge themselves to the same principles
and aet in accord with the majority.
Remember that the advocacy of the
general strike theory has been bitterly
ahjected to by the majerity of Roeialists
as an anarchistic and suierdgl innovation.
{ But because the advocates of this theary
were not entirely prohibited from ey-
presging their views, the membership has
become considernbly enlightened - on the
subject. and- when the great English
strikes attracted the attention acd ad-
miration of the whole laboring world, the
Rocialist party was not with those smeer-
ing' at the industrial class solidarity ex-
hibited in the general strike movement.
If we are not as yet drunk with the re-
saits achieved by the SBocialist party and
still believe in ‘fresdom of discussion and
agitation afforded to us even by the capi-
talist organisations, then the sabotage
class will be averwhelmingly rejected by
the fair-minded majority of the member-
ship.

responsible for such actiong on the
part of the workers, This way of
arguing is like the method pursyed
by some preachers who want to make
goody goodies out of thelr congrega-
tions. These preachers frame up. so
many “don’td" that jt Is difficult to
keep track of them or use them for
the purpose of practicing virtue.
Likewf(se, is it necessary for the So-
clalist party to become a “don't"
preacherhood? Most of you know
that for the Soclalist party to make
out a list of the things which it does
not advocate would be, In fact, an
imposgible task. The Soclalist party
has nothing In its platform to lead
any one to think that it is advocating
sabotage. Why, then, is a denial nec-
essary?

One thing must he done. If the
Soclalist party belleves in sabotage
let it state so definitely, clearly and
feariessly. If it does not believe in
sabotage It should leave out the pres-
ent clause carried at the nationsl con-
ventlon, LOUIS WEITZ.
