pendent political aetion of the working
class, und gdvoented the support of
the Socinlist Party as the ouly party
embudying these principles.

THE DANISH ELECTIONS.

Social Demacratic Party Wins Sixteen
Seats Instead of Fourteen and Raises
Its Popular VYote from 43000 to
§5,000.

On Juune 16, the same day with the
Relchistag elections o Germany, the
voters of Denmark went to the polls
to choose the members of their na-
tional parliament, called the Lagthing.
We bhave already stated that the So-
clal Democratic  Tarty tieré gained
two seats,  Sowmewbat more. detalled
information Is now at hand.

In the last parlianient there were
fourteen SBocial Democrnts.  Thirteen
of our fourteen districis. we carried
again on June 16, losing only that
of Lungby. On the other hand, we
carried three new districts—the Sew
euth of Copenhagen, Valby, aud the
first of Odensee. In the Reventh Co-
penhagen district our comrade, C. A.
Smidt, defeated the reactionary Fi-
pince Minister Hage. . We now hold
elght of the thirteen districts of the
national capital, besides one In Fried-
richberg, oue In Odensee, and those of
Valby, Helslugir, Aalborg, Aarhus
North, Aarhus South, and Horsens.
Thenew Lagthing Iscomposed of 16 So-
clal Democrats, 74 Left Reformists, 11
of the Moderate Left, and 12 of the
Right,

In the clection of 1872 our party en-
tered the fleld far the first time, poll-
Ing 268 votes. In 1876 this was In-
creased to 1,076 1o 1881 Jt rose to
1,680. Then began & more rapld and
progressive increase, as indicated In
the following table, which shows also
the¢ number of districts In which we
bhad candidates at each election:

While the National Assoclation of
Munufacturers in the United States
bas been so busy nrousing the capltal-
ists to. concerted action, while the
Economle League has been orgunizing
them for a cawpaign of miseducation
against the trade uuion and the Soclal-
18t movewent,white the National Metal
Trades Assoclation, the Bullding
Trades Employers' Assoclation of New
York, and mauy other organizations of
bosses have been orgnzlzing lockouts,
Dlacklists, and a great spy system and
have, been attempting to form rival
unlons to tight the legitimate organiza-
tions of the working class, while labor
bills were being killed In Congress and
the state legislatures and projects of
legislation agaiust the labor movement
prepared, while the courts have been
Lusy declaring labor laws unconstitu-
tioual and awarding damages to em-
ployers against unlons for declaring
strikes—while nll this systematic st-
tack on the labor movement in both its
industrial and its. political branches
hax been taking form and getting
strength in the United States, the capl-
talists of Europe have not been idle.

Johr Spargo Writes on Conditions in

ing Hard.

PHILADELPHIA, Pa., July 7.—Sev-
enty-five thousand textile workers—
men, women, and ch..dren, in nearly
equul proportions—are on strike in this
City of Brotherly Love.. The sixth
week of the strike is now on and both
sides seem as determined as at the
first hour. Despite the Insidious sensn-
tional reports in the caplitalist papers
that the ranks of the workers are be-
ing wenkened, and that some of the
most important mills are being opened,
the fact is that with the exception of
a few _women and children, hoslery
workers, the workers lrc standing sol-
idly together.

This morning Mother Jones and my-
self, together with members of the
Jocal Textile Strike Committee, ad-
dressed n magnificent mass meeting in
the Labor Lyceum at Kensington.
From all 1 could gather from conversa-
tion with the strike leaders and many
of the workers themselves, the pros-
pects of o successful issue to the strike
are decidedly encouraging. The spirit
manifest everywhere is one of de-
termination and enthusiastic loyalty.

The Point at Issue.

From the local committee of the tex-
tile workers I have received the fol-
lowing statement upon the real points
of the dispute:

There are about 125,000 textile work-
ers in the city of Philadelplia, of
which number about 70,000 are organ-
fzed 1u ‘various separate unions, the
whole belng brought together for comn-
mon action in the Central Textile.
Workers' Union of Philadelphin and
vicinity. The Central Unlon declded
sowe two months before the strike be-
gun to Initiate a referendum vote upon
the question of a shortening of the
working time, a great deal of dixcon-
tent having been manifested upon that
wreore for two years past. The organl-
zations voted almost unanhmously in
favor of making a demand for a short
ening of the hours of labor from sixty
to fifty-five per week.

Now, nbout 10 per cent. of the whole
number ask for the reduction of hours
without any rednction in pay, but the
remaining 90 per cent. of the workers
merely nsk for the reduction of hours
and are content to lose the five hours'
wages, although their pay is miserably
small already. As nearly oas I have
been able to ascertain, those who are
demanding the decrease of hours with
no decrease of pay are (he eotire
ingrain carpet trade, Including wind-
ers, spoolers, wedavers, warpers, and
loom fixers, woolen and carpet yurn
spinners and dyers. Those who are
willing to accept the decreased wage
provide they obtain the shortening of
thelr working time, are:

Holding Out Bravely.

The organization of the textile worke
ers Is young and until now It had not
been tried. With practically no funds
at thelr disposal, Lowever, the leaders
have managed to keep the workers
well together, and, when one considers
the large number of women and chil-
dren there seems to be remarkably lit-
tle complaining or divislon. While
they are all unquestionably poor, and
while the bulk of them must feel the’
pinch to a greater or less extent, upon
the whele there appears to be much
less real suffering aud bardship than
I had expected to find.

The local comrades are availing
themselves of the splendid opportunity,
which the strike affords for the propa-*
gunda of our principles. Meetings are
being held all over the city, especially |
in the textile districts, and whenever,
possible speakers are belng sent to the
meetings arranged by the strikers
themselves. Cowmrades Frost, Taylor,
Potter, Carsile, Moore, Knebele, and
Atkinson are dolng all in their power
to rouse the workers, There Is a mag.
nificent oppertunity for Sociallst pro-
paganda andevery plece of lterature
and every doliar sent to the committes
At 1306 Arch street, will be thankfully
fecelved and used to the Lest possible
ady antage.

To-morrow the stopping
plnce will be Bristol, and so, by easy
stages, Mother proposes to continue
her wmarch,  Already it ias bhad the re-
suit of forcing the capltalist press to
kive attention to the terrible child In-
bor evil, which feature of the strike
they have jgnered right nlong. For
the first time sinee the strike began,
the papers are full to-day of the sub-
Jeet,

Whatever the immedinte onteame of
the struggle the sesds sown by our
agitation cannot fafl to be productive
of lasting good. A most encouraging
fenture of the meetings I have so far
attended has been the Inrge sprinkling
of Socialist buttons seen *u the aodl-
ences.

* Memorial Resolutions Adopted by the
Massachusetts House of Representa-
tives and Estimate Made by Spring-
fleld “Republican.’”  ° i

SPRINGFIELD, Mass, June 24—
The Springfield “Republican,” which
orobably stands at the very head of
the datly press of the United States for
fArmuess, dignity, and breadth of view,
in reviewing thix year's session of the
Legislnture today, speaks in ‘the fol-
lowing terms of the Socialist members:

“The Bocinlist Party has galned otie

ber in Mr, Ransden of Brockton,
~but it has suffered an almost ircepara-
e loss, In legislative circles, by the
leath of Mr. MacCartney of Rockland.
he resolutions adopted by the House
In Mr. MacCartney's honor were well
Jdeserved, and they put the vast soclnl
ad moral fssue which inspired Nim
more elearly than could have been ex-
pected from members of other political
parties,  The new member has not
visen to the grade of theé fortier two,
but he has emphasized upon the state
the Inerease In the numbers of Soctal-
ists.  Messrs, MacCartney and Carey
continued to aet upon the sawe lines
s in previous years.

“They huve heen ko true to principle
and they have pleaded their cause 8o
well that menbers of both Republiean
and Demoeratle parties huave been per-
sunded amd have voted for some of
their measures.  They have held the
attention of the House particularly be-
sanse they bave had well-defined polit-
ten! priveiples. © Indeed, with the ex-
ception of two or three other members,
they have been alone in having a work-
ing politienl philokophy.  Thelr falness
of thought has illustrated the general
poverty of political and ethilcal prin-
eiple on the purt of most of the mem-
bers.—~who undoubtedly represent the
mars of the people.—a poverty which
very likely accounts for our Phitippine
policy, for the decline in the general
rellghons and politieal tone of the peo-
ple, and which emphastees the urgent
necessity on the part of the people gen-
erally of getting back to solid ground
and elenr mworal couvictions upon mat-
ters of DLoth polities and religion, in
both of which the popunlar deficiency
s marked. serfony and detrimental.
The Socialists, in this regard, are bet
ter migsionaries and public servants
than any other class in the Legisia-
ture”

BOSTON. Mass.—Following are the
resolutions adopted by the House of
Representatives in memory of our Iate
Comrade MaeCartney:

“Whereas, Frederick O, MacCartney,
a member of the House of Representa-
tives from the Fourth Plymouth Iep-
resentative District, died pt his howe
in Rockland on the twenty-fifth day of
May in the year nineteen hundred and
three; be it

“Resolved, That the House of Repre-
sentatives lereby expresses its deep
sense of loss and profound sorrow at
the denth of gne of Its most earnest
and prominent members. Born In
Prairie du Chien, Wisconsin, Novem-
ber 2, 1864, nnd edueated In the public
schools of Storm Lake, lowa, at Town
College,r Grinnell, Jown. and at the
Andover Thelologleal Seminary, Mr.
MacCartney was ordalned first as a
Congregntionn] minister. and then as
a Uunitarinn minister. In the Iatter
eapacity he was an assistant pastor of
the Second Unitarian Church of Bos-
ton. nnd, later, minister of the Unita-

rlan Church of Rockland, After a
five yenrs' pastorate in  the Iatter
place Mr. MacCartney decided to

enter  politics, as affording him a
broader field for the accomplishment
of his life purpose,—~the uplifting and
advancement of the lnboring classes,
In a normally Republican distriet he
wns elected four times successively to
the House of Representatives, first as
A Democratic-Boclalist, and then as a
Socialist, He at once arose to emi-
nence in the House, not only by the
radical charncter of hix opinlons. but
by the uncompromising intrepidity
with which he champloned them. Be.
Heving, ax he did, that the present or-
ganization of soclety Is wrong. that it
lavishes privileges upon the ri¢h and
denlex fustice to the poor, he made
ceaseless warfare upon it, and forbore
ne oppertunity to denonnce it In seath-
Ing terms, . Rightly or wrongly he was
convineed that Inequalities In the dis
tritmtion of wenlth sprang from legis-
faion. and conld be cured by legisln-
tlon.  With his whole heart he gave
hinself to the propagation of his falth,
anid fell hattling in ity service at the
veiy threshold of his powers. For his
sincerity, hix courage. his ability, hix
eloonence, his love of his fellow-men.
and his loyalty to the truth, as he saw
1t. e commanded, as he deserved, the
respoct of Wig associntes of the House
of Iepresentatives, and of all men
evorywhere,

That his bellef in the principles
he advocated wus sincere and' Honest,
no one who knows him can- donbt,
Whetber victory perched upon his ban-
ner, or whether the cause be loved was
engulfed In defeat, he stood finn As A
rock for that eause, and never sacrl-
ficed principle for poliey.”

Representative Everett sald:

“In_our political and in some of our
theological views we were wide apart
as the poles, but that did not hinder me
from admiring some of the sterling
qualities of the man,

“Let us briefly analyze hig character,
In the first place, he was honest and
siucere In the advocacy of what he
thought was right, The press of New
England has given him eredit for that,
and every man on thix floor belleves it.

“His purity of life, his power in de-
hate, his unfailing courtesy to his fel-
low men, his nndying friendship for his
Intimate associates, formed o cluster of
virtues that the strongest might envy.

“IHe was a brave man—brave even to
recklessness,  On the battle plain amid
¢harging squadrons, the alr full of the
missiles of death, and the dead and
dying all aroumd, he would have been
in the front ranks, and one of the first
to scale the parapets of the enemy and
plant the flag of his country thereon,
Brave as he was In life, he was equally
brave in death. Hour after hour, and
day after day, he kept the grim mon-
ster at bay, and never yiclded 'to the
last enemy until compelled to yleld by
sheer exhaustion. In s hours of de- |
Hrinm, he tmagined himself once more
stunding upon this floor, and he hurled
definnee at all opposers with a strenu-
ousness  far  beyond his  natural
strength,”

Representative Dana of Newton join-
ed In the acknowledgment of  Mac-
Cartney's great qualities, saying:

“Ax 1 was probably the member of
the House with whom he most often
crossed  swords In debate upon the
questions and prineiples which he had
advocated in life, It s thérefore fitting
that ! should In some measure at least
attest my adwiration of his qualities
and his unswerving integrity.

“Differing o widely ns we did as to
the legislative policy of the state, It I8
10 e supposed that In the heat of de-
tate and argument statements would
e made that would have strained nnd
wounded feelings between vs. SBuch.
lowever, was not the ense,  MacCart-
pey, while fighting incesssantly for the
principles which he so fondly wish-
ed to sce realized, ‘at no time forgot
that he was a gentleman and a man.
Fighting as was his wont, flercely and
Intensely for a radieal change of con-
ditlons n& applied to the people and the
government, he at all times accorded
to Lis opponents the same courtesy and
respectful hearing that he wished to
recelve.

Honest, upright, incorruptible,
MacCartney was a shining homer to
the Massachusetts House, and,. al:
though of an opposing party, 1 can
surely say that no act or motive of hix
during his four years' brilliant record
here will ever be questioned in the
least degree. Representing ns he did
the smallest of the political parties of
the state, nevertheless, his ability from
the commencement of his membership
compeiled the admiration and atten-
tion of the House.

“Always loyul to the Interests he so
cagerly champloned, always true to
his position ax a legislator, always up-
right ag a man and friend; caring not
for plaudit or preferment, doing his
duty as he saw it, fearlessly, unceas-
ingly, and faithfully, he won our last-
ing and abiding friendship and respect
and stumped himself a jeader of men
and a source of pride to this Commoun-
wealth.”

lelng erowded Into that ever growing
army of tramps and criminals,.

A good meeting
wns held In Folsom and all present,
consisting mainly of farmers, evinced
an earnest interest in the lecture, and
at its end gave hearty applause; con-
siderable lterature was sold, At At
lantie City the comrade who had the
meeting in charge was ealled out of
town by the demands of business for
several days colneiding with the time
of my visit, leaving nothing arranged
in advance. Not knowlng another soul
fu the city I found it impossible to get
up a meeting in the short time at my
disposal. Friday I went to Newfield
and there found a gratifying state of
affairs. Comrade Welss is the ploueer
in this region, and he has done his
work most efficiently. The branch Is
small, but the material composing it Is
all of the right sort—earnest cluass-con-
sclous workers, We had a large open-
air meeting In this town, and.sold a
number of pamphlets, At Point Pleas-
ant 1 was disappointed to find that no
meeting had been planned. The place
is a great sea-side spmmer resort, and
from June to September the visitors
have no thought but pleasure and the
residents to make a. harvest while the
sun shines. Hence it would have been
jmpossible to have gathered an audi-
ence of any size, and I bhad to be satis.
fled with stirring up the animals by
personal controversy, Todlay I start
for the northern part of the state, and
am trusting for better weather and
fortune. I feel that my trip so far has
not been as successful as I bad reason
to expeet, although I am confident that
much good has been accomplished.
