Perhaps the charucteristic feature of
capitalistic society Is the fact that the
propertiless class, the class that lives
by the expenditure of muscular power,
i in fact and in treatment property—

tucitly or unconsciously recognized by
the capitalist and the workingman,
100. Someliow they get this idea mixed
up with “the dignity of Jabor” and
“the sturdy independence of the work-
fngman”; but this ouly happens about
election tlwe, and is at most a harm-
Jesw winnifestation.

The caplitalistic conception 1s that
the workingman is slmply a pro-
duetive  attachment to the produc-
tive interests, and that his wellbelng
rises and falls with the welfare of
the Industries to which he {8 append-
ed. It is supposed that g boom to the

1 busl will p jate thru
skin of thé workingman and fill
out a few wrinkles, and a depression
in the general business will be felt the
most quickly by the workingman,
Thus the laborer is made to feel that
his Interests are bound up absolutely
with the interests of his maxter. He
1s made to feel that any act of his that
might injure his master’s business will
injure himself, and that the only way
possible for him to benefit himself In-
dustrially is to conserve the welfare
of his master's business, by faithful
gervice and by falthful voting. To
make them sound pleasant to his car.
the private businesses of his owner
are called “our industries” (meaning
the Industries of the whole people) and
“the enterprises of our country"; po
jitical parties representing tho inter-
ests of antagonistic property-holding
classes, impress upon him the neces-
sity of rallylng to the support of this
or that class of industries, and he
shouts out his loyalty to & certaid cinss
of masters In obedience to themr sug-
gestions. In this way his undying loy-
alty is won and the *sacrdness’” of
private property is impressed upon
him. In this attachment there is the
deep-seated conviction that the rela-
tion is necessary, a belief that is as
pititul as it is fatuops and makes s
willing slave of him. This bellef that
industries belonging to private indi-
viduals are “our industries” and “the
industries, of the country"”, is univer-
sally pted in a capitalistic society.
It takes hold of the heart of the pub-
lic in the shape of & great fear—a fen:

Now Comes the Legisiature

Into the arena where the jarring fac-
tions of -empitalism patch up thelr’
differences bi-annually: + No - mafter
whether the legislature I3 mainly com-
posed of laborers, lawyers, merchants
or money-kings, if it accepts capital-
ism as necessary and right, it is capi-,
talist In thought, beart and wish, and
it is bound to play into the bands of
the cupitalists and betray the true
cause of labor. The idea that the In-
dustfies that belong to private individ-
uals are the concern and Interest of
the whole country Is a certainty with

them, and they firmly belleve that the.

only safe course to pursue Is to pro-
mote these private businesses. Such
men are sycopbants on general prin-
ciples, as we all are to some extent un-
der present conditions; they are
bought with a wink and sold with a
nod. They are venal where there is
no bribe, and weak where there is no
corruption, To the sacredness of pri-
vate property they add the hollness of
the private owner. To them the busl-
ness man Is the standard of excel-
lency. If this legislator happens to be
workingman and a victim of the pres-
ent system, he belleves that the proper
and only method of escape is to worm
upwards among the big bugs; but hap-
pily the trusts wiil soon knock this
crazy idea out ‘of his parrow little
head.

Next Comes the Labor Lobbyist,

most usually a capitalist in heart and
soul himself, and begs a few favors
from his capitalistic legislature. What
does he ask for?! Does he demand
common rights and common privi-
loges? ' No, he only asks that his con-
dition as a servant be made n little
more tolerable. He Is recelved lke all

When you accept the propo-
sition that capitalistic ownership is

It becomes a hnge blud-
geon In the hands of the power-hold-
ing class with which the sullen masses
are clubbed into the voting booths and
trembling legislatures are battered
into submission, Witness how with
this powerful srgument, capltalism,
grinning from its pyramid of skulls on
Wall Btreet, has ruled this nation for
A third of a century; then pause and
consider what a power you give into
the hands of the private man when
you turn over to him *“our industries”,
“the enterprises of our country™.
The System Makes Cowards of Us AlL

old title deeds and issulng new ones to
all males and females born into life
on the basis of n partnership with the
capitalists in all the capital of “our”
country, or, In other words, in all the
‘means of production and.distribution,

The Future System.

In such a corporation it would be no
advantage to vote dollars like it 1s for
the few under the present corporation,
because each cltizen would have the
same number of votes.

The legisiators could serve the prop-
erty interests, as they always will do,
without serving the Interests of a few
private owners at the expense of the
many.

There could be no intimidation or
bribery, because there wouid be no
wedlthy corporations, and it would be
impossible to “deliver the . goods”,
which would always remain in the
possession of the whole people.

A legislator working in behalf of the
property interests, which legislators
should always do, would be working
for himself and everybody else,

Since all governments are only in-
dustrial corporations; since all govern-
ments exist solely for the protection
and maintenance of property;: since all
governments are but associations of
property-holders; since we cannot live
in this day without property and gov-
ernment; why not make our govern-
ment big enough to take every one in?

Capitalistic legislation will disap-
penar only when capitalism disappears.
Capltalistic legislation will disappear
only when the fear of the private man
'who controls the means of our lives
thru his government shall be a mem-
ory und freedom shall take the place
of fear.

And we cannot abolish capitalism
until the vietims of capitalism Jjoin
that political party which has organ-
ized for that purpose.~Industrial La-
bor Journal.

“the capitalist system from the earth,
when it becomes the universal situa-
tion, as it must become with the de-
velop t of the § t order of in-
dustry. 8o the critic Is perforce com-
pelled to fall back on the feeble aaser-
tion that “there must be something
wrong with the government”, govern-
ment being made to do duty as a blind
to coneeal the results of an Industrial
system of production and distribution
That must ultimately result In the
widespread starvation of the masses.

Of course the piain fact is that theso
people are starving because they ure
uncmuployed. and they are unemployed
becanse the British eapitalist can fod
no market for the produet of their
lnlior, in which he can sell it at a pro-
fit. But the apologist of capitalism
dreads a blunt, simple truth like this,
as & cat dreads water, Hence after
duly “deploring” the situation, he
winds up with the false and contradie-
tory statemuent that the “government
in power”—the ecapitalist government,
wust “solve” this phase of indusirial
cconomy by “alleviating” the *“‘unusual
conditions™ ~the unusual conditfons,
Just um If there were not a reserve
army of unewployed everywhare even
in the most prosperous times.

It is not strauge that an analysis of
this subject should be dodged com-
pletely and that it should be disposed
of with a few platitudes and meaning-
less sentences. Ior this Is the situn-
tion which in the fulness of time will
bring the capitullsts world face to face
with Sccinlismy as the only possible
solution.

How
this ostentatious show of the material
mocks the mental poverty, the brain
peanry!

It is pitinble, as well as lodicrous, Lo see
men who nare rolling in wealth ignorant of
the great world they live In, of the sig-
nificance of all the princi and

cusations brouglit against it by the
average business man, a creature that
possesses hardly a vestige of the qual-
ity whichk he Is certnin Soclalism
would destroy. The irany of the sit-
untion s, however, never percelved
by the accuser, who seriously regards
himself and his' class ns the fount of
all knowledge and practical thinking,
as the well known phrase “practical
business mau", so complacently as-
sumed by these people, amply demon-
strates. There is no greater bluffer on
eirth in an iptellectual

same business man, tho m
justice, he rarely if ever suspects it.

*1t does not seem possible,” says the
writer of this oditorial, “that a man
could do business in New York City
and be so Ignorant of everything out-
side of his own litle groove” When
it is 1 1 d that “8 " is one
of many hundreds of papers that for-
ever repeat that the successful busi-
ness man must give his time, his en-
ergy, bis mind and every stom of his
being to the success of his business,
that his competitors are keen to take
advantage of the least slip or halt or
inattention to detalls, such comment
seems rather absurd; the contrary
rather is to be expected. Jt would
seem almost lmpossible that the busi-
ness man sbhould know anything not
connected with business, and the truth
is, In the majority of cases, he doesn't.
In the first place he does not get the
thue; secondly, the lmslm-.u brain
must think anlong the same ruts and
grooves that the system confines it to,
and is utterly unfitted to comprehend
questions relating to art, literature or
soclology; and, thirdly, the business
man has been told so often that suc-
cess o business 1s paramount and in-
c¢ludes everything else that he consid-
ers himself and his class as the key-
stone of the entire soclal fabrie, aud
all other pursuits as at best of second-
ary, if not of minor importance, and
his conclusion is in no sense unnatural
under the clreumstances.

And when he has succeeded in some-
what securing his position, and can
safely give partial attention to other
watters, his efforts to appear cultured
and learned as n matter of course must
be pitiable and ludierous. With his
wealth. however, he ean carry out the
bluff. Those who sneer behind his
back will be careful to conceal their
open contempt. His Hbrary, filled with
expensive volumes, his “art works"
of varlous kinds, become the standing
Joke of the comie writers and satirists
who, however, alm their shafts at o
hide too thick to be plereed with such
puny darts. Buot, to offset this, “Mr.
Newrich” never lacks for toadles and
sycophants, who find thelr individual
profit in pretending to take him seri-
ously and treat him as an oracle of
learning and culture reinforced by his
own “sound business sense'.

The “Success” writer is lamentably
mistuken in his lament over “the
splendld opportunities for education
and culture” which thousands of bus!.
ness men are throwing away. They
never had such opportunities. The
business life destroyed them when the
mind was capable of taking advantage
of them, and the best that can be done
is that, when pressure of business per-
wits, the business man can make a
pretense of culture and scholarship,
the outward and visible signs of
which, in the shiape of libraries, “art
works"”, etc, his wealth enables him
to secure.

What more does he need anyhow?
Culture and learning are not realities
to him--business and business alone is
the reality. The artist, scholar and
thinker ar¢ poor, and mostly depen-
dent on his class. He Is able to treat
them with contempt, If he so pleases,
able to secure or deny them positions,
able to control their means of life, By
him the places of honor and dishonor
for the scholar are allotted. Marx
sturves in a garret while “the Lord
thelr God” Hls Grace the Duke of
Argyll 1s acclaimed as a soclologist

which smellorate and elevate llllllllﬂ: men
who Enow sothing of art or of sclence or
Hterntare, and whase mental pevury is do-
plorable.  They seem to think that a
(palaial  residence,  gorgeous Wwﬂ.
‘aud flne can be for
that which makes u real wan or a real
woman.

If such casts were exceptional we
_would Lear little of them, but the fact
is that it is the predominant type of
business man who I8 above described.
In this type the dull level of medioc-
rity, the “standardizing” of the mind,
to use a trade’ expression, becomes
ever ore T izable. It I's
from the platitndes of a Carnegie or
1 Rockefeller down thru all grades of
brsiness men to the petty storekecper
and little pmp«ny owper In the pro-
vincial towns,  The method of explol-
‘tation by whieh they live molds awm
Intellectunlly to a certain panern.

COAL STRIKE YORECASTS.
As the menacing shadow of the coal
strike promised for next spring grows
more threatening, speculations on its
probable effect on the local business
man in those reglons begin to attract
the attention of, the press, and the
general conclusion Is that it means for
him widespread and irremediable finan-
clal ruin, whatever the outcome be-
tween the directly contending forces
may be. To be ground to pleces be-
tween the apper and nether millstones
of capital and lnbor is his certain fate.
His wall will be drowned in the
louder cries of the “counsumer”, to
whom the strike menns at most a seri-
ous tho temporary Inconvenience.
Seme few thousund children of the
poorest classes in the great cities may
perish as a result of it, miners and
their wives and families may also per-
ish of hunger, but wage slaves and
their children are cheap and abundant,
and ‘capitalism and nature can soon
renew the supply. But the small mer-
chant, the loeal dealer whose business
has beon built up by years of desper-
ate struggle, goes down and out for
good when the battle between the
glants, Labor and Capital, suspends
his exploiting activities, His place
may Dbe taken by other holders of
small capitals who have confidence in
!.he!r abllity to make 2 “business suc-
cess”, but the supply of small capitais
i limited and every great strike brings
it nearer to the polut of exbaustion,
In the entire social structure there
is no more perilous position than that
of the small merchant or distributor
in a mining region when a great strike
Is raglug, and In the anticipated strnm
next spring that position 1s worse mn‘
ever before. The mine ownegs, hav-
ing piled up milllons of tons of coal
in stock for the evil day, can afford
to suspend operations eptirely; the
pressure upon them to secure scabs to
take the place of the strikers Is re-
moved, The coal Is there and trans-
portation goes on as usual. If the
empty st hs of the mi can out-
last the coal plle, it may be necessary
to Import strike-breakers, possible cus-
tomers for the local trader, but If, as
is likely, the endurance of the coal
plle is greater, the small merchant
sees his business disappear like snow-
flakes In summer, without possible
hope of recovery, while if the miner
survives, whether defeated or vice-|
torfous, he ean go to work agaip.
Ninety:five per cent of those who g0 |
into business fail, and of this number
another ninety-five per cent is com-
posed of those whose capitals are
$5,000 or less, Were the small busl-
ness man really as practical as ‘he
credited with being, he could up
his chances with almost ma tical
certainty. But the proof of the pud-
ding Is In the eating, and tho the pud-
ding be bitter our small capitalist must
have the experience beforeneclnbe
convinced.

Louls Blane, the French Radlcal,
sald this: “The glory of universal suf-
frage Is in the power it gives to intel-
Jectual leaders; a man of trained in-
tellect throws not one vote but a thou-
sand.”

This {s a pregnant passage worthy
the very serious consideration of those
workingmen who have lost their.scalps
at the recent election. Whether your
scalp dangles at the belt of Ivina, Mec-
Clellan, Jerome or Hearst it is now
the trophy of your enemy; whils he
who voted for the Socialist ticket has
his scalp upon his own head, where it
should stay so that he may not enter
Soclalism baldheaded.

The phrases “Intellectual leader” and
“trained intellectual leader” are rela-
tive indeed, relative as between the
leaders of different political campalgrs
that we have witnessed in our own
life times, relative as between the lead-
ers of different parties and relative as
between the leaders and the led.

It was never a greater disgrace, I
belleve, to a New York workingman
to be depleted of his scalp than dur-
ing our last election; for in all the elec-
tions of our generation there has been
no such dearth of intellect among the
leaders as we have had exhibited In
the New York municipal contest of
1005,

The secret of the glory of universal
suffrage, as appreciated by that
shrewd oid politician Blane, lies not
in the pure lntellect of leaders, but in
their “trained” Intellect. In this, as in
all party governed countries, the social
leaders, the class of property and pow-
er have dug and handled and fertilized
the soll of the people’s mind with a
view to producing such and such crops
of opinions and ballots as will yleld
the largest percentage of orchids for
their buttonholes and of banquets to
wear them at.

i Not many of those schooled in old:
party politics have any adequate con-
ception of the true Import of the Inbor
piovewent. Tuey read of it in the
papers, discuss it at thelr clubs, eritl-
cize 4abor unions, condemn walking

delegntes, and finally conclude that or-

ganized labor is o thing to be tolernted
only #o long as it keeps within “proper
bounds”, but to be put q Rupnmar-
fly the moment |ts members, 11k the
remiants of Indinn tribes on the West-
ern, plalns, venture beyoud the lmits
of thelr reservations. They utterly fail
or refuse to see the connection’ be-
tween ldbor and politics, and are,
therefore, woefully Ignorsut of the
political significance of the labor move-
ment of the present day.

It s true that, in all the centuries
of the past, labor has been “put down™
when it has sought some modicum of
its own, or when It has even yearned
for some slight amelloration of "Ity
wretched condition, as  witness the
merciless massacre of the half-famish-
od and despairing subjects of the Rus-
sian Tear, o few months ago, for dar-
ing to hope that their humble petition
for a few paltry concessions might be
received und idered by his mailed
and beartless majesty.

It 1% llkewise true that, In the pres-
ent duy, und in the United States, all
the powers of government stand rendy
to “put down" the working class when-
ever it may be deemed necessary' in
the Interest of its Industrial masters.

All great strikes prove that the gov-
ernment is under the control of cor-
porate capital and that the army of

holders Is as subservient to the
capitalist masters as Is the army of
wage-workers that depends upon them
for employment.

The labor movement has advanced
with rapid strides, during the last few
years, and 1s, to-day, the most formid-
able factor in quickening the soclal
consclence and in regenerating the
buman race. It Is not the millions
‘that are enrolled as members of labor
unions that give power and promise to
this world-movement, but the thou-
sands, rather, that are not trade union-
ists merely, but working-class union-
ists as well; that s to say, working-
men and women who recognize the
identity of industrial and political In-
terests of the whole working class; or,
in other words, are conscious of their
class interests and are bending all the
powers of their minds and bodles,
spurred by the zeal that springs from
political solldarity of the whole mass
of labor, irrespective of rice, creed, or
»ex.

These class-consclous workers—these
Socinlists—realize the fact that the
labor question, in its full and vital
sense, Is a political question, and that
the working classes must be taught to
extend the prineciple of unionism to the
political field, und there organize on
the basis of thelr économic class inter-
wests; and, altho they are engaged In
& herculean task, the forces of indus-
trial evolution and social progress are
back of them, and all the powers of
reaction cannot prevall agalnst them.

The labor movement has had to fight
its way, inch by inch, from Its incep-

* tion to its present position, and to this
very fact Is due the revolutionary spir-
1t, indomitable will, and unconquer-
able fiber it has developed, which,
alone, fit it for its mighty historic
mission, :

“In the beginning the workers organ-
Ized in thelr respective trades simply
to lmprove working conditions. They
had no thought of united political ac-
tion. The employing class at once com-
bined to defeat every attempt at or-
ganization on the part of its em-

ployees; but, notwithstanding this op-

position, the trade union, which had

steadily until at last-the employers
were compelled to recognize and deal
with it. Belng unable to destroy it,
they proceedsd to control its operations
by confining it to its narrowest possi-
ble Nmitations, thus reducing it to in-
efficlency--from a menace to a conven-
lence.

Of all the sllly sayings of the self-
satistled of the present day, the oft-
repeated falsehood that there are “no
classes™ In this country takes the lead,
aud is often made to serve as the pre-
lude to the preposterous warning that
periodically  peals from rieh and
sumptuous club banquets, at which the
President and other patriots are
guests, that “it Is treuson to do any-
thing that will array class against
class In the United States,"

The fuct is that preetsely the same
classes and conditions that exlst In the
monarchies of the Old World have also
developed in our capitalist republic.
The working-class sections, Including
the tenements and slums of New York
and London, are strikingly similar;
and the wealth-owning class of the
United States represents as distinet
an aristocracy as Eugland can boast,
while the laboring elements of both
countries are as distinctively In the
“lower class" by themselves, and prac-
tically on the same degraded level.

Deny it a8 may the retainers of the
rich, the classes already exist; they
are here, and no amount of sophistica-

.tion ean remove them, or the gulf that

separates them. The rare and excep-
tional wage worker who escapes from
wuge slavery proves the rule and em-
phasizes the doom of his class in capi-
talist society. y

The existing classes and the struggle
going on between them are not due to
the mischievous Influence of labor agi-
tators, a8 certain politicians and
priests, the emissaries of the “rich and
respectable”, would have it appear.
The long swell of the wive but ex-
presses the agitation of the deep.
“The agitator I8 the product of unrest
—his Is the volce of the social deep;
and, tho he may be reviled as a dema-
£0g who preys upon the ignorance of
bis fellows, the unrest continues, the
discontent is not silenced, and the agi-
tation Increases until the cause of It
18 removed and justice Is done.

Classes and class rule, and their at-
tendant progress and poverty, money
and misery, turmoil and strife, are in-
herent In the capitalist system. Why?
Simply because one set of men owns
the tools with which wealth is pro-
duced, while another set uses them,
and there is an irrepressible confiict
over the diviglon of the product,

The eapitalist owns the tool he does
not use; the worker uses the tool he
does not own. 4
" The principal tools of production and
distribution In the United States—
muammoth machines, complex soclal in-
struments, made and usced ‘co-opera-
tively by milllons of workingmen,
thelr very lives and thelr wives dnd
babes being dependent upon them—are
the private property of a few hundred
capitalists, and are operated purely to
make profits for thése capitalists re-
gardless of the poverty and wretehed-
ness that ensve to the masses.

In virtue of the {ndividual ownership
of the soclal imstruments of produc-
tion, one eapitalist may exploit the
labor of a million workingmen and be-
come a billionaire, while the million
workers struggle thru life in penury
and want, to & bleak and barren old
age, to find rest at last In the pauper
asylum, the morgue, and the potter's

This vast and resourceful country
should be free from the scourge of
poverty and the blight of ignorance;
but it never will be unfil the private
ownership of the means of sustaining

First of
all, millons are poverty-stricken, the
Tesult, mminly, of mo work  or low
‘wagei' The great book of Robert
‘Hunter 'on’ “Poverty”', recently pub-
Ushed; abounds in facts, supported by
fneontrovertibie proofs, which silence
#ll doubt upon'this point.

"~ New York and Chleago are filled
with anemployed apd suffering, and in
the country at .large ten milllons are
in want.- In the shoemaking Industry,
fifty-one per cent of the laborers re-
celve less than three hundred dollars
per year, In cotton splaning, the
wages of thousands average from two
‘hundred and twenty dollars to fonr
hundred and sixty dollars per year.
Duripg the last year tens of thousands
of coal’ miners were allowed to work
but from one to three days per week,
Fall: River capitalists reduce wages
three times In rapld succession, and
lock out and starve their employces
for six months, declaring that ‘they
cannot. afford to pay the high prices
for cottop, while the planters of the
South burn up the cotton to keep up
prices rather than clothe the naked
whose Inbor produced it, ;

The United States Senate is dom-
inated by the specjal representatives
of the trusts and corporutions, and
several of its members are under in-
dictment for playing the game of their
"masters in their own personal Interest.
Think of Senator Chauncey M. Depew
reforming the abuses of the railroads,
or T1 C. Platt stopping the extor-
tion of the express companles, In the
interest of the peopie!

Only a short time ago the late John
II. Reagan, n venerable ex-senator of
Texas, in discussing the Federal
courts, sald that be expected no fm-
provement in them *“so0 long as railroad
lnwyers-arve allowed to go on the bench
to Interpret legislation affecting the
management of the rallroads”, So
long as the railroads are privately
owned, they will have their judges on
the bench, and the government—that is
to say, the capitalist politicians—will
do their bidding.

Judge Reagan closed his sweeping
arraignment of the courts as follows:
“I have seen such gruss perversions of
the law by the courts that I have lost
confidence in thewn and regret that I
cannot feel the respect for them' that
I once felt.”

These are ominous words, and from
a source that gives them the weight of
high authority. <

-Census figures recently published
show that “every fifth child in the
United States, between the ages of ten
and fifteen, Is a breadwinner”. One
out of every three of these children
workers Is a girl, There are 1,750,178
children employed, an lncrease of thir-
ty-three and cne-third per cent in ten
years. The land frauds, postal steals,
and Indian grafts all ery out In con-
demnation of private ownership of
capital, the source and Inspiration of
all the political corruption that, like
n pestilence, blights the land.

Charles F. Kelly, speaker of the
houso of delegates of St Louls, the
convicted boodler, In making his con-
fession, described In a few graphic
words the methods and motives of of-
ficeholders and politicians In' the grab-
all régime of Profitocracy. Sald he:
“Our combine was not along party
lines. Both Democrats and Republi-
cang have belonged to it. My experl-
ence hias been that boodlers line up
according to thelr own mterests, and
not under party standards, In the ma-
