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Frightful Figures from

Pennsylvania’s Industrial

Center—Writer in “Technical World” Tells of
Disease and Death Resulting from Bad Shop
Conditions — Adulteration of Foods and Medicines
Adds to the Systematic Murder of Toilers for the
Enrichment of Parasites.

PITTSBURG, Jan, 14.—According to
statistics gathered by lnsurance wen,
more persons are killed or maimed ‘In
Allegheny County in peaccable pur-
siits in one year than arc numbered
on the casnalty list of some great bat-
tles of history. The statistics for the
lust year for the iron and steel mills
and  blast furnaces show, killed or
wounded, 9,000; in other mills, shops,
and factories, 4000, The coal miners
are 400 more, and the milroads furnish
an additional 4,300, making & total of
17,700 persons killed or injured. There
are thousands of casualties that are
not reported.

According to employers, most of the
accidents occur thru the carelessness
of ves. The freq y of accl-
dents and deaths in the Edgar Thom-
son Mills has caused Chief Factory In-
spector J. O, Delaney to anounce thut
he will Investigate that plant next
month. Of all the casuaities In the last
year only ninety-two cases came under
the notice of the State Factory Iuspec-
tor.—Associated Press.

Almost exactly four years ago, in its
fssue of Jan. 29, 1902, The Worker had
an article on this same subject, drawn
partly from accounts published in the
New York “Herald.”

The “Herald' explained the terrible
death-roll in the steel works by the
prosperity of the trade, saying: “Mill
and furnace owners will not close
down thelr plants for proper repairs,
because of the enormous demand for
products. Engincers who bave wished
to apply the latest inventions to lessen
risks, are told there are too many or-
ders on the books to close down for
repairs. Human life is considered of
less value than the life of mules, for
the latter cost money. There are cases
where men have fullen Into the fur-
nace, their bodies being consumed, and
no inquiry ever made for them, nor
was the loss reported. Superintendents
warn the workingmen not to discuss
‘what occurs mnnd the plant, or they

A Writer Who Speaks with Authority

World” Lawrence Perry writes of the
dangers to life and health faced by
workingmen in various trades. Almost
all of these dangers could be avolded,
were it'not that the profit-motive of

workers, painters, dyers, printers,
cnamelers on iron transfer makers,
ete., ete. .

One Out of Each Six Hundred.

Last year one in every G600 men em-
ployed upon rallronds in this country
was kill«l. In all 3,200 railroad em-
ployees gave up their lives, and 40,000

force—hottles of aerated water blow-
ing up. Serious Injuries usuvally at-
tend sach explosions, especlally among
the men and women who paste the
labels on the bottles. Many an eye Is
blown out each year in the labeling
rooms, and often a labeler is totally
bitnded. There were 130 necldents in
Boston last year resulting from the ex-
plosion of bottles filled with aerated
witers, and you may estimate from
this what the ratio must have been In
other large clties.
. How Hatters Pay the ‘I’olL

Huﬂem brickmakers, wig-makers,
suffer and dle from wmultifarious bron-
chinl and pulmonary ailments, caused
by the Inhalation of dust composed
lnrgely of fine pleces of halr, Hatters
are also vietims of dye polsoning und
of the disease germs hidden in over-
heated roomws. In the sweut shops of
New York City, where hundreds of
thonsands of  garment workers are

were jujured. Tho great Willlamsl
Bridge spanning the East River, just
above the Brooklyn Bridge, hanging in
its network of cables, brooding over
the waters like some great deadiy
spider, cost seven lives to bulld and an
untold number of serious injuries.
Physleally there is no occupation more
henlthful than bridge building; the
work 1s conducive to muscular devel-
opment, and the free play of the air In
high places a wonderful tonle. Bt
accidents, miss :ps, mistakes, miscal
culations, have thelr deadly results,
more rapldly, If not more surely than
any disease.

But all this is a braver, more ex-
hilarating (one might almost say) mor-
tality thun will be found in the drying
or moulding room of some pottery fac-
tery. Here the air is filled at various
times of the day—all thnes of the day,
most likely— with choking dust-clouds
that cause the visitor to snecze upon
entering. The whole Impression is
one appalling suggestion of disease.
The interiors of the meaner sort of pot-
teries, indeed, are nothing moere nor
less than so many cartoons of disease,
and effective ones, too. Factory Iin-
spectors in all ‘large cities have had
laws passed requiring proper ventila-
tion and more sanitary and hygienie
surroundings for pottery workers; and,
ag a result, the mortality in the past
few. years hus decressed. But it I
still abnormally high, heaven knows,
phthisis and asthms Oguring almost
exclusively.

Grinders ané Outters.

More dangerous even that this occu-
pation is that of the cutlery grinder.
Sanitation, hygiene, nor augnt else can
ameliorate his lot; for hour after hour,
year after year, he must bend over bis
whirling stone, lnhaling a most pern’-
cous dust composed of equal parts of
steel and stone. A swift-rucing pul-
monary malady Is the result, which
medical men call ““grinder's rot.”
Sclence puts forth no hope of ever com-
bating grinder's rot successfully.

File cutters succumb in large num-
bers to lead poisoning which is the ap-
panage of many organic diseases. The
mischief with file cutters has its origin
ln the lenden beds upon which the im-

to run their shops in_the cheapest pos-
sible manner, not in the manner most
conducive to health and safety for the
workers, Mr. Perry says, in part:
Self-prescrvation is instinctively the
dominant element {n human, In all ani-
mal life. All that a man hath will he

@ive for his life. He will struggle to

live, even after consclousness has de-
parted.  What strange paradox, then,
do we observe in the fact that several
millions of men and women in the
United Statex are to-day engaged in o¢-
cupations that yearly take their toll of
human lite and health as inevitably, as
Inexorably as the seasons roll in thelir

grooves!

In order to live, they ncrlnce thelr
Jlives—-no mild indictment against the
industrinl conditions of modern times,
The tremendous mortality In the recent
war in Manchuria shocked the etvilized
world; how many of us ever give
thought to our immense army of indus-

trinl martyrs? Certainly their martyr-

dom s ever before us—in the things we
use, the things we do in every-day life.
Evidences of Martyrdom.

We dine—what sort of martyrdom Is
fere Involved? Well, many sorts, 1In
our table china—potter's asthma, pot-
ter's phthisis. (The medical profession,

. you see, has provided specific nomen-

elature) In our cutlery—grindet's rot;
In our napery—linen worker's disease,
And so one might go on citing specific
digeases resulting from. the production
of the ordinary things of life, almost
ad infinitum; but the above will serve
to fm, the point, If we add print-
er's phthisis, suggested by the morning
pewspaper, or stainer’s blood polson-
ing, or “bronze lung,” or erysipelas, all

suggested by the Sunday supplement.

A year or two ago, a corps of expert

use. Emall pleces of lead find thelr
way into the throat or stomach, and
pitiable results follow. Attempts have
been made by philanthrople persons,
who are interested in bettering the Jot
of factory workers, to find some substl-
tute for these leaden file bLeds; but thus
far no ‘other non-resistant, non-elastic

substance upon which files can be
worked has besn discovered.

Glass polishers suffer also from the
same malady—lead  poisoning—and
thelr ranks, ns a consequence, show &
Jarge mortality year by year. The
cnuse lies In the fact that the powder
with which the edges are treatéd con-
tains seventy-five per cent of oxide of
Jend, the inbalation of which, ~of
course, cannot be otherwise than bane-
ful. In one of the largest glazier’s
factories in the country, the proprietor
told the writer that every precaution
looking toward the health of the em-
ployees had been taken. To demon-
strate thls, he conducted the visitor
thru the plant, showing the electric
fans in the polishing room, the venti-
lating system and the like. Yet he
loses men year by year.

Lead polisoning claims vleuma in
many other trades and occupations,
The white lead worker Is prey to it,
and so also are the carringe bullder,
the plumber, the painter, the dyer, the
enumeler, the label stamper.

i Workers Do Mot Worry.

“And what do you all do abount 1t?”"
we asked of a foremun in & file fac
tory. “Nothing,” bhe replied. “The
men slmply don't think about it, that's
all, It's like a firean, I guess, He
knows he is in a dangerous - calling,
and knows that some day he may have
to cash in. But he simply says, ‘Yes,
it Is a dangerous business; but very
likely if any one gets killed, it will be
the other fellow.” He doesn't worry;
neither does the fille man. It aln't

the one who is going to get sick at file
cutting; It will be his benchmate,
Hee?™

Victims of the Subway.

Probably those who use the subway
in New York City never pause to con-
sider the fact that in the process of
construction there was a victim for
every square of ground above that re-
markable tunnel. Not every - vietim
lost his life; but some did, nmong them
a prominent contractor; and numbers
were injured permanently. Of course
no one thinks of such things; in the
first place, no one knows them; and if
they ever were known, they have long
been forgotten. This busy world has
other thingy, vastly more important to
its own Interests. to ponder upon.

The average working life of an Iron
worker is ten or fifteen yesars at best,
with good chances that he may not
survive this period of usefulness in bis
trade. If he does he must turn per-
force with wracked and crippled and
wenkened body to street-car conduct-
ing or something of the kind, or per-
chance to begging. Yet bulldings
must rise, and tens of thousands of
men are willing—nay, anxious—to en-
gage In the work of erécting them. All
we can do is to be happy we are not of
their profession,

Divers, too, nre short-lived. It does
not lelp the functions of the heart
greatly to work for hours unider water
at a depth of from thirty to sixty feet.
Xet there are plenty of divers in the
country, and they seem happy enough
and supremely contented with their
lot.

Yunsel Diggers Get “'the Bends™

The sappers and miners and others
who prepare the foundations of large
buildings and bridges and the like are
notably short-lived. Their work car-
ries them in places far bélow ground
or under water, where the overbead
walls must be kept up by pneumatic
pressure. Sometimes this pressure 18
ten feet to the square inch, sometimes
more. Workmen must enter these sub-
_terranean or sub-nqueous tunnels thru
airJocks or caissons by means of
which they encounter an air-pressure
equal to that in which they must work.
Standing at thesentrance to the hole
under the North River between New
York and New Jersey, the writer saw
three men brought to the surface, suf-
fering from the dreaded “bends.” The
“bends” result from the forcing of
blood Into 'cells of the body designed
for other purposes, by the high alr-
pressure.

CO-OPERATION VS, LOCKOUT.

Something over two years ago the
Gluss Bottle Workers” Union of Italy
found itself engaged In a desperate
struggle with the associnted employers.
Many of the mewmbers wero locked out
and blacklisted. To provide for them,
the union established a factory of its
own, under the control of a co-opera-
tive nassociation composed of union
members., Most of the employers soon
guve in and signed an agreement with
the union. THe co-operative shop,
however, was kept up and succeeded
80 well that when a surplus of $2,800
had been accumulated it was resolved
to start another branch. The manu-
facturers’ agsoclation took alarm at
this and declared n lockout in the pri-
vate shops to compel the closing of the
co-operative branch. Over 000 men
were ‘thrown out of work; but the
unlon responded by opening another
factory to employ 300 workers, and
leasing yet another from an indepen-
dent boss, who was not doing well, and
running them on the co-operative plan,
The experiment has not yet gone far
enough- to make prediction as to its
ultimate success or failure safe. If it
is kept strictly on the co-operative
basis, however, there seems to be good
hope for it.

It Is impossible to give exact figures,
but it Is s=afe to say that between
25,000 and 35,000 persons participated
in the demonstration of sympathy with
the Russinn revolution held in Now
York City last Monday evening, under
the auspices of a conference enllad by
Local New York of the Soclalist Party.
The turn-out exceeded the expectations
of any of its promoters,

It was a magoificent affair.  The
capitalist papers did all they dared do
to concenl its magnittde and its siz-
nificance from such of their readers a4
had not seen and understood. But it
bad its effect.

The Sight of a Lifetime.

To one standing on the “Cottage”
platform in Union Square as the
parade entered, marching and counter-

mwarching so 28 to bring the crowd
without confusion into the closest
proximity to the speakers, until at last
the great expanse, to Seventeeuth

street In front, to Fourth averue at
the right, and to University place at
the left, was one sea of close-paeked
hends, every face uptarned ln cnger in-
terest, the sight was one to stir the
heart and to be earried in memory to
one's dying day.

Torches and red lanterns lighted up
the scerie.  Red banners of party
branches, clubs, and progressive trade
unfons waved on every side, inter-
mingled with the stars-and-stripes to
indicate that it is a peaceful revolution
that we seek and with black flags to
signalize our mourning for the mar-
tyrs of the struggle In Russia. Be-
sides the fings there were scores of
transpareficies, bearing revolutionary
mottos or dicating the presence of
labor v

temporary platforms on ecither 8ide
spoakers addressed the crowd. Not &
balf of those present could hear, even
s0. Dut they stayed to the end. They
felt the spirit of the occasion and they
instictively knew what was being sald
and jained in tumultuous cheers as the
speakers pledged our support to our
Russian brothers and hurled deflaiee,
not at Nicholas alone, but quite as
much at Morgan and Rockefeller.

On the Line of March,

The procession formed In two divi-
slous—that of the East Slde organiza-
tions at Rutger Square, the other on
Fourth street. It was late in starting,
of course—parndes always are. But
when it moved, it commanded respect.
Along the whole line of march, with
the exception of a brief space in the
aristocratic  district above TUnlon
Square, the sidewalks were crowded
with sympathetic onlookers. At many
points red flags were waved from the
windows—the reporter observed a red
blanket serving for a banner at one
polnt—and rockets and red Bengal
lights were set off. In the aristocratic
district mentioned, It was interesting
to observe the observers——the masters
and mistresses at the upper windows,
cold and sncering, the servants at the
basement doors, In  open-mouthed
wonder. Both snobs and flunkeys will
remember and understand, in time.

John C. Chase acted as grand mar-
shal, with E. & Egerton, M. Steltzer,
and G. Christian as marshals for the
first division, and 8 Shapiro and H.
Golden for the second, R. Jovano-
vitsch, H. Baussman, and Edward
Meyer were banner bearers in the first
division.

THE LIMITS OF SYMPATHY.

We may now understand the pecu-
liar restrictions on sympathy imposed
Ly Inequalities of wenlth and differ-
ences of social condition. -Inthe first
place, in #0'far as the interests of the
various cl in a ity - are
cconomically antagonistic, as those of
Inborer and capitalist, for instance,
pure selfishness interposes to deaden or
overwhelm the sympathetic predisposi-
tion. We are here on a field of battle,
where sympathy between the opposing
forces would be a kind of class dis-
loyalty. In curfous illustration of the
restriction on sympathy. it has been re-
marked that an employer will much
more readily subseribe to a fund for
the charitabie relief of his employecs
than consent to rnise their wages, The
subscription may even npecessitate &
personal sacrifice, but it does not sur-
render an economic Interest,  Sym-
pathy may have play in charity. not in
business. 1a the latter relations econo-
~mic egolsm and hostility Jead to that
discipline of imndifference before al-
luded 40, by which the nutuwral prompt-
ings of sympathy are voluntarily con-
trolied and suppressed.

in the second place, Inequalities of
wenlth create individual experiences of
a dilferent ordor and content. The life
of the rich is one thing, that of the
poor another. The capitalist may sym-
patluize quickly and keenly with a
brother eapitalist who is threatened
with bankruptey, for he has, or may at
any thoe, face a like danger. His sym-
pathy with a laborer who is out of
work will be vague and perfunctory,
for the loss of employment is an. inci
dent farelgn to the possibilities of his
own career. And in a similar way n
laborer will feel his friend's enforced
idlencss as If the nnxiety and pertl of
It were his own, but will remain tndif-
ferent to the fi einl b t
of, say, his employer, the commterpart
of which he can never know. The bar-
rier raised to sympathy by dissimfinr-
ity of experience Is further illustreted
by the quick rendering of it, where, a3
with the death of a child, the expe-
rience becomes at least potentinlly fa-
miliar to all c¢lasses and conditions of
mwen. The touch of nature makes the
whole world kin. 3

In the third place, the strangely con-’

trasted environments due to Inequali-
ties of wealth create an alienage which
makes the exercise of sympathy be-
tween different social classes difficult
and unfamiliar. - A society leader will
sympathize with her friend’s igss of
prestige; her mald's loss of prestige v
a lower class wonld be merely amus-
ing. ' Chivalry and courtesy, those deli-
cate outflowerings of sympathy, are
kept for those of one's own station.

P, LR

Were anyone to call me dishouest
or untruthful he would touch me to the
quick. Were he to say that 1 am un-
patriotic, he wonld leave me unmoved,
“What, then, have you no love of coun-
try?" That s n question not to be
answered in o breath.

The early abelition” of serfdom In
England, the early growth of rela-
tively free lnstitutions, and the greater
recognition of popular clals after the
decay of feudalism had divorced the
masses from the soll, were tralts of
English life which may be looked back
apon with pride. When it was declded
that any slave who set foot in Eng-
land became free; when the lmporta-
tion of slaves Into the Colonles was
stopped; when twenty milllons were
paid for the emancipation of slaves in
the West Indies; and when, however
unadvisedly, a fleet was maintained to
stop the slave trade; our countrymen
did things worthy to be admired,

And when England gave a home to
political rofugees and took up the
cnures of small states struggling for
freedom, it again exhibited noble traits
which excite affection. \

But there are traits, unbappily of
Iate more frequently displayed, whien
do the reverse, Contemplation of the
acts by which England has acquired
over elghty possessions-—sctticments,
colonles, protectorates, ete.—does mnot
arouse feelings of satisfaction. The
transitions from missionaries to resi-
dent agents, then to officials having
armed forces, then to punisinsents of
those who resist their rule, ending in
so-called  “pacification™--these pro-
cesses of annexation, now gradual and
now sudden, as that of the new Indian
province and that of DBarotziland.
which was declared a British colony
with no more regard for the wills of
the inbabiting people than for those of
the inhabiting beasts—do not excite
sympathy with their perpetrators.

Love of country is not fostered in
me on remebering that wben, after
our Prime Minister had declared that
we wore bonnd in honor to the Khe.
dive to reconquer the Soudan,. we, after
the re-conquest forthwith began to ad-
wlulster it in the name of the Queen
and the Khedive--practically annexing
it; mor when, after promising thru the
mouths of two Coloninl Ministers pot
to interfere in the Jnternal affalrs of

the Trapsvaal, we proceeded to insist
on certain electoral arenngements, and
made resistance the excuse for a deso-
lating war.

Nor does the natiounl charaeter
shown by a populnr ovation to a legder
of fHibusters, or by the aceording of a
university honor to an arch-conspirn-
tor, or by the wproarious applause with
which undergraduntes greeted one who
speered ot the “unctuous rectitude” of
those who opposed his plans of aggres-
sion, appear to we lovahle.

If because my love of country does
not survive these and many other ad-
verse experiences I am called unpatrio-
tie—well, T am content to be so called.

To we the cry—"0ur ecountry. right
or wrong!" seems detestable. By as
socintion with love of conntry the
senthinent it expresses gains a certaln
Justification. Do but doff the cloak.
however, and the contained sentimens
i seen to be of the lowest. Let ms
observe the alternative cases.

Buppoese our country Is in the right—
suppose it is resisting Invasion. Then
the idea and feeling embodied in the
cry are dghteous, It may be effectively

contended that self-defence is not only
Justified but Is a duty,

Now suppose, contrariwise, that our
country Is the aggressor—has taken
possession of others' territory, or Is
forcing by arms certaln commodities
on a nation which does not want theu,
or is backing up some of its agents m
"punishing” those who have retuliated.
Suppose 1t 1s doing somethlng which,
by the hypothesis. is admttted to Ve
wrong. . What is then the Implication
of the ery? The right is on the side
of those who oppose us; the wrong is
on our side. How in that case Iy to be
expressed the so-called patriotic wish?
Evidently the words must stand—
SDown with the right, up with the
wrong!"

Now in other relations this combina-
tion of alms lwplles the gewme of
wickedness. In the minds of past mea
there existod, and there selll exists in
many minds, a bellef In o porsonalized
prineiple of evil-a Being golug up ond
down Iu the world everywhere fighting
aguinst the good and helping the bad
to trivmph.  Can therr be more briefiy
expressed the alm of that Being than
in the words—“Up with the wrong and
down with the right” Do the xeo-
calied patriots like the endorsement ?

Bome years ago 1 guve expression to
my own feeling—anti-patriotic feeltng,
it will doubtiess be enlled— in n wome-
what startling way. It was at the
time of the second Afghnn war, when,
in pursunnee of what were thought to
be “our juterests,” we were invading
Afghanistan. News had come that
some of our troops wer: fu danger, At
the Athenaeum Club a well-known
military man—then a eaptain but wow
a general-drew my attention to a tele-
gram comaining this news, and read
it to me in a manner nplying tle b~
lief that I should share his anxiety.
I astormded him by replying—“When
men hire themselves out to shoot other
men to order, asking nothing about the
justice of their cnuse, I dou't care I
they are shot themselves.™

I foresee the exchunation whieh will
be called forth, Sech a principle, ¢
will be said, If aceepted, wonld mnke
an army Impossible and a government
powerless. It would never do to have
ench soldier use his judgment abort
the purpose for which a battle iIs
waged. Military organizatiemn would
be paralyzed and our country would
be a prex to the first invader,

Not so fast, is the reply. For one
war an army would rewain just as
available a8 now—an war of nationnd
defence. Tn sueh 01 war every soldier
wonld be eonsclous of the justice of
his enuse. He would not be engagzed
in dealing death among men nbhout
whose doings, good or i, he knew
nothing, but among men who wore
manifest transgressors ggninst himeelf
and his compatriots. Only aggressive
war would be neguatived, not defensive
war.

Of course it may be said. and raid
truly, that if there is no nggressive war
there can be no defensive war. It'ms
¢lear, however, that ene nation may
limit itself to defensive war when
other nations do not. So *™at the prin-
cijle remalns operative,

But those whose cry is—“Onr coun-
try, right or wronz!* and who wonld
add 2o our elptiyodd possessions
others to be sindglarly obtainel. win
contemplate with disgust sach a re-
striction upon military action. To
them no felly seems greater than that
of practising on Mounday the prineiples
They profess on Sunday.

Tuis unfortunate
thwarting of the best in human nature
is, for the Individual, foherent in the
coustitution of the mind, and therefore
i% not a personal fault. The reot of the
evil is In the Inequality of social situn-
fion and the autagonisms immanent in
our economric order; Is, in short, in the
stratification of soclety itself, of which
the stratification of sympathy 1is but
the Inevitable outcome.

That the guickening of the intelli-
gence, the broadening of personal
knowledge  concerning  classes other
than the one in which we find our-
selyes and the stimulation and discl-
pline of the lmaginntive czpacity may
do something to the barriers
placed by social inequality to the prac-
tive of sympathy it weould be wrong te
deny, and it is, of eoursy the duty of
each to pursue a personal culture of
this character. But the essence of the
evil Is a social segregation rather than
a private hardness of heart; and the
greatest triumph of personal discipline
occurs when the individunl is jed to de-
vote his energies and his life to the
promotion of social equazty.—Clarence
Melly In Charities. .

Killingbeck, of the Soclalist Party,
called the meeting to order, Organiza-
tion was effected by clecting Headley,
of the Socialist Party, ns chairman,
and Frueh, of the Socialist Labor
Party, as vice-chairman of the con-
ference.

Thesé¢ long hauls add very con-
siderably to the cost of handling the
output of the brewerfes. Much of this
cost could be saved were the cem-
panies brought under one management,
It would then be possihle to serve each
district of the city from the brewery
nearest to it, and thus much unneces-
sary hauling could be avoided.

That this plan is a good one for the
capitalists in  the brewing business
anyone can see. It ought to be equally
evident that, while capitalism con-
tinues, the consummation of such a
plan will be a bad thing for the work-
ingmen of the brewing trade. “Econo-
my' for the capitalist menns veduction
of labor cost; in this case it means the
will be 2 bad thing for the working-
men of the brewing trade. “Feonomy”
for the capltalist means reduction of
labor cost; In this case it, means the
closing of some of the brewerles and
the employment at the others of a
number of additional men smaller than
the number thrown out in the places
closed; also & big reduction in the force
of beer-wagon drivers.
