Thl- idealism, hldomtubly striving
for the mrnumm of the world in
the spirit of truth’ &ud@ justice, is the
chief cause for the hatred of the Jews,
They brought dfsquiet to the satiated
and contented; they threw lght nprm
the dark side of life. “Emergetic and
ardent, they always brought ferment
. Iuto existence, a restless searching for
the truth: they roused the people, giv-
ing them no respite. “And finally—and
this is the mnain thing—out of this
fdealisty of the Semites arose a terri-
ble monster for the masters of life, a
y Juster’ for the muisters, but a relig-
afn for the worhn-—!odnllm' .

The intelligent elements of Rus-
sia are at present pot lufected with
the polson of antl-Semitism; they
know very well the rdle which the
Jews play In the Russian revelution.
But here I must remark, to my grest
sorrow, that the Russian intelligent
public never conducted itself in rela-
tion to the Jews as in jmlce it should

Another Revolutionary Cri-
sis is Approachlng.

Iuﬂ-z of the Farcical Duma on ln
10 Will Probably Bring Matters teo

an issue—The Bevernment Breaking
All Its Promises and the Working:
‘men ahd Peasants Preparing for
Ooafliot.

As May 10, the day set for the open-
ing of the Duma, draws near, it be-
comes apparent that & new outbreak
of revolutionary action is near at hund,
Bach week has brought new evidence
that the Duma, with all the reforms
pro d in the M of Oct. 30,
ix a farce. We have already reported
the outrageous measures taken by the
government, but taken In vain, to con-
trol the elections. The Bociallst work-
Ingmen abstained from voting, know-
ing that to name trustworthy men as
their candidates would be slmply to
mark them out for imprisonment or
exile. In epite of these faets, how-
ever, the Constitutional Democrats,
reprefenting the radiesl bourgeoisie,
together with the peasants’ delegates,
who are #lso in opposition to the gov-
ernment, constitute a large majority in
the Dunw,

Last month the Tsar issued a de-
cree depriving the Duma of all con-
trol over the finances. This has been
followed by the pubHcation of the so-
called Fundanmental Law, which in al-
most every clause contradicts the let-
ter or spirit of the reform promiges.,
The control of the army, the navy,
and foreign relations, with power to
declare peace or war, as well as the
fimaneinl administration, are expresaly
reserved to the autocratic government,
the Duma being denied any right to
interfere in these matters. The gov-
ernment also keeps the prerogutive of
declaring cities, districts, and prov-
inces under martial Inw or “in a state
of reinforced security”., Inasmuch
a8 normal conditions’ have-not existed
Petersburg
having been “in a state of reinforeed
secnrity” since 1882, the guarantecs
of civil rights may thus be wiped ont
by a stroke of the Emperor's pon. Fur-
ther, the law provides that no law
shall go tuto effect unté approved by
the Senate, whivh s a )ndictnl body,
appointed by the Taar

The government is spenitiug’ jarge
mmownts of money In publie -ort in
St. Petersburg in order to give em-
ployment to the workingmen. hoping
thereby to keep them quiet. But'it is
not Itkely that the scheme will suce
ceed . The workingmen nccept the
work nnd wiuges, but they are prepar-
ing, when the time comes, to joln in
the' general strike and o(her revolu-
tionary action.

Peasants' rixings have again begun,
and the Cossacks have used their
usual brutal methods In luppteu!ng
them.

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THE CELEBRATION OF THE FIRST OF MAY.

In All Civilized Countries Working People Join in Demonstration of Inter-

national Solidarity Against Capitalism,

g

In France May Day Inaugurates a G:neral Strike for the Eight Hour Day—The Govern-
" meat Alarmecd—In America a Oiant Protest Against the Idaho Ontrage—Our Big
Meeoting in New York City.

TLast Tuesday, the First of May, wius
celebrated by Sochalisty and progres-
give trade unionists all over the elvil-
fzed world us International Labor
Day.

The dispatches from (Germany say
that the observance of the day was
more general there than ever before.
In wmany cases, Instesd of holdln:
meetings in the evening, the workerl
refused to go into the factories on thiy
day sicred to the idea of labor so'i-
durity and the class struggle, and held
great parades and mass meetings dur-
ing the day.

In France this )lny Day was espe-
clally significant, as preliminary to a
general strike in all trades for the es-
tablishment of eight hours ns a maxi-
mum working day and, in sowme cases
—notably that of government em-
ployees in the postal, telegraph, rail-
way, and tobacco #na mateh monopoly
departments—for the right to organ-
ize, The government seews to have
lost its head in alarm at this- great
demonktration. Fifty thousand sol-
diers and 20,000 police and detectives
were concentrated in Paris and just
the worst meusures were taken to pro-
voke rioting and give an opportunity
for bloodshed, The officers of the Gen-
ernl Federation of Labor and of many
aftiliated unfons were arbitrarily ar-
rested on Monday and on May Day
more than 1,000 workingmen were
thrown into jail. It Is likely that the
couduct of the government will have
the effect of increaxing the Soclallst
vote on May €, putting new spirit into
the miners, printers, jewelry workers,
postal employees, and others who are
alrendy on strike, and of giving the
general eight-hour strike a strong im-
petus,

The Russian dispatches are very
vague, hut it seemis probable that the
workingmen's organizations in that
country have chosen to avold any ex-
traordinary demonstrations on  this
May Day. waiting for the opening of
the Duma and the showiug of the gov-
ernment’'s hand which must follow, as
the signal for striking a decisive blow.

Kirkpatrick, Gregory Maxime (in Yid-
dish), Hugh O, Pentecest, and Luclen
Sanlal. From beginning to end the au-
dience greeted ‘every revdlutionary uf-
terance with upphm and  ringing
cheers,

Aside from its general character as
2 May Day demonstration, the meet.
ing was especially devoted to the
Idabo outrage, being under the direc-
tion of the Moyer-Haywood Protest
Conference. The following resolutions
were read by the chalrman and re-
celved by the audience with emphatic

But when “the ol' man™ went to the
“works” the dago boys, who lived on
the ellif In back of the shanty, hurled
rocks down one day, and The Snitcher,
being a coward, fled. He eame to that
part of the city where the crowds were
thickest, where the street curs follow-
#d pne another m andless procegsions,
pnidl where department stores took: the
place of the factorfes which The Suit-
cher knew so well, It was & part of
the city of which he knew nothing.

There he met The Moocher; newshoy
pnd vagabond, wise-in many thincs
which are better not known.

LIBERTY AND
EQUALITY.

By Harry Rogofl.

It is an axiom with the opponents of
Sockalism that llberty and equality
vary In an lnvope ratio; that a step
forward In the direction of the one
meuns a step backward in that of the
other. To verify this assumption they
point to the mode In which organiza-
tion meectings are conducted. In order
to procure the equality of all members
each one of them In foreed to sacrifice
part of his Hberty. He is not allowed
to speak and act after his own free
will. He must ask for permission
from an authority, be must obey rules
and laws, he must yield to the com-
mand of another. Obviously his lib-
erty Is restricted in order to secure
liberty, In order that all may have the
same opportunity to spesk thelr mind.
The cry of “Liberty and Equality™ is
therefore, a contradiction in terms, an
fmpossibility. Whenever man gains in
liberty he loses In equality, and viee
versa, BSocialism, in striving to place
all on an equel footing in economic
matters, is necesanrily threstening the
liberty of the individual. The problem
for mankind to-day to decide is
whether it values liberty more than
equality or ‘not; and the sncoess or
fallure of Nociallsm will depend upon
this decision. With the Anglo-Saxon
race the issue can be foreseen easiiy.
A people that has always displayed
the intensest love for the lberty of
the Individual, a people that was the
first to establish an effective pariia-
ment, to behead a monarch, and to
adopt a jury system, a people that has
ever been the champion of liberty, will
not allow it to be annihilated at the
hands. of equality,

This in short is the belief of the
complacent  anti-Soclalists who cloge
thelr eyes to the Mhousand and one
forces that are rapldly ushering So-
c¢ialism info tae homes of that very
Anglo-Saxon people, England: and
America. They have a ‘principle In
thelr favor, think they. and ne harm
enn  befall  them. Altho ' facts are
strongly disproving the inference of
that principle;, yet It 1s worth our
‘while to examive it and find how
wuch theoretical strength it possesses.

Liberty and equallity cannot be com-
pared or contrasted at all.  They are
referring to two distinct phases of
mon: the materialistic and the leal
isuc. o¥ equality we mean & material
reguality; by liberty we mean an ideal
Uberty.  And what the Sociallsts
maintain is that no ideal lberty is
possible without material equality. Is
that true? Judging empirically, the
entire past history of mankind gives
wadenlable evidence of
has ever gone hand in hand with the
narrowing of the boundaries between
classes, races, and nations. Europe'ls
freer to-day than a thousand years
yoears ngo, when there weore grades and
ranks permeating each community.
France became politically free at the
moment it abolished the system of
voting by orders and substituted that
‘of voting by Individuals. Speaking
therefore from general experience. in
human evolution, lberty and equality
seem to have been always “sworn
brothers™, fighting each other's pat-
tles and halling each other's victories.
It. would seem ridiculous for one to
argue the negative of this; and yet it
is dome with considerable viger and
assumnee. .

Craft organization is utopian In aims
and organization, It had ity historieal
fuctification, just as utoplan Soclalism
had. But It must give Way to its sci-
entific suceessor on’ thefetonomic field
just as utopian Socialisni had to give
way to its scientific successor on the .
political field.

Scientific Soctaltun went' thru vari-
sus stages of trial and perfection, be-
fore it reached its present form. So
did Industrinl unlonism have its ad-
vanclng steges of development, after
the firat idea of it had been con-
eeived. J

Industrinl unionism alns to create
pn enviroamert inwhich tiessarious
local  organizations  shall  co.operante
democratically under a central olfice
in the sante natural way in which the
employees of a groat industrial cerpor-
ation now cooperate under the aristo-
eratic control of thelr: central office.
The 1. W. W. is one singlé union, with
so many locals, and stands’ unitedly
areayed azninst the exyloiting classes,
The A. . of L, on the other hand,
Is a federation of craftx'and fins never

With class-stroggle tactfes and a uni-
fled organization, Industrial unlonism
becomes a true class-formation of the
workers, which is the natural reflex of

the acthal structure of wodern indus-
ey, ot i
. This form of orgnnization tends to
do awiy with the causes of economic
P differences anong the loenl, ‘'or indi-
vidual, organizations. ‘Thé ‘ernft or-
panization of the A. F. of .. on the
other: linnd, breeds economic differ-
ences and prevents united actior on
the economic fleld. f iy

Thére are many other essontlal dif-
ferences between industrial unlonism
and craft unionism, but these are the
most fundamental onex. ~ Any ane de-
siring more Information ou this poiut
may study the Chicago munifesto ot
the industrinl conference and compare
the constitution #nd by-laws of the
L W. W. with thoxe of the A. F. of L.

Of course, you cannot use the mate-
rinlist conception of history llke n
stencil which you may slap indiscrim-
inately over any speelal «case of any
historienl stage without further cere-
mony. That craft divislons are wiped
out by capitalist development, has al-
ready been sald in the Communist
Munifesto. But they are not wiped
out in all countries at the same time
and In the same way. The attempt
to adopt the indastrial form of organi-
zation at periods when craft organiza-
tlon was still the best adapted form
has led to more than one fallure. And
#0 has the attempt ‘to keep allve
corpses beyond thelr tlmes of useful-
ness, But what does that prove
against Industrial unfonism at a stage
when I'T _is becoming the best adapt-
ed form? Woe have seen in the Social-
18t movement the «ame attempts to
force progress by decreeing principles
from above, or to arrest historieal de-
velopment by resolutfons, fristesd of
simiply Interpreting fatts of capitalist
and proletarinn evolution scientifically
and applying them in the same way.
The fallures of the so-talled Industrial
unlonism of  the past prove no more
against modern industrial unionisin
than the so-called fallures of Socialisin
prove aguinst sclentific Soclalism,
Does any one blame the Socialist phil-
osophy for the mistakes of those who
did not know what to do with it? Same
bere, :

The guestion: Industrial unlonlsm
or craft unlonlsm? involves a princi-
ple of economic  organization. The

| question of the way in which this prin-

ciple 18 to be applied, whether by bor-
ing from within or organization from
without, is a problem of tacties, Both
.principle and tactics must be settled
by the labor unlons, not by the Soclal-
ist Party. Whether I, as a unlonist,
champlon one or the other of these
economle principles, has nothing to do
with my membership in the Soclalist
Party, and camnot be made a test of
loyalty to Socinlist principles. At most
it may be said to be a }ut in the coe-
rect’ application of the' Bocialist phil-
osophy to a definite problem of his-
torieal evolution. But this test can-
not be decided at present by any
Marxinn Judges. Fistory itself will
decide whether we or our oppouents
applied Marxian science correctly,

While this controversy has Its prac-
tienl source, not in the Socialist: Party,
but In the economic organizations of
the working cluss, and must be wettiod
by them, yet the Socialist Party is the
thebretical adviser of its members snd
owes a definite  declarstion en . this
question to those of its members who
are directly Interested in it as labor
uniouists.  But %o far the party bas
not pronounced itsell on this fssue. It
has indeed a trade unlon resolution.
But this resolution deals only with a
question of tactics, not with that of.
the ecomomic principle. This guestion
of principle must be settied before we
can intelligently agree on the question
of tactios. )

At the national convention of the So-
clalist Party, fn 1004, the industrial
unlenists of the West tried to bLring
this f=sue before the delegatos and got
a  wcientific .statement regarding it
from the party. But sot belng very
skilled parllamentariaps, nnd guileless-
1y trusting to the intelligence and com-
radeship of their co-workers, they an-

But matters did wot go that way.
Before the Socialists In the A. I, of L.
had settled these difficulties among
themselves, they came before the con-
vention of the Socialtst Party and pro-
ceeded to give adrice to those who had
already taken & definite stand in the
matter. And in giving this “advice,
they left the maln lssue entirely out
of considerstion.

Since this issue was not taken up,
and still less answered by the trade
union resolution of the Socialist Party,
I among others was reluctantly com-
pelied to vote against this resolution.
What I wanted was a scientific labor
union resomtion, not a craft unlon
resolution which pronounced itself on
A question of economic tactics and
shirked the settlement of the economic
principle to which thesé tactics re-
ferred.

Most of the Western men felt as
tho the Soclalist Party had given them
a kick for trylng to call attention to
a new alignment In economic labor or-
gnnization, ‘But the party had not
realized at all that something tmport-
ant was going on in labor circles. Most
of the editors, writers, and speakers
of the Socialist Party have not real-
tzed (it ‘even now. Being left without
the advice of the party, those who
had to face the new problems had to
(decide for themselves. The result was
the Industrial conference in 1005 and
the foundation of the I. W, W,

The Soclalist Party has felt the ef-
fect of that mistake of its convention-
ever since. It has felt it all the more
hecnuse very few of Its publications
have ever tried to discuss the qnestion
of this economic principle on its mer-
ita. Most of them haye rather per-
sisted in continuing that comfusion of
principle and tactics which was »o
characteristic of the trade uuion de-
bate in the convention. I have not
seen one single sclentific argument
aguinat the principle of industrial un.
ionism in any of the Soclalist papers
opposing us, until The Worker recent-
iy made a feeble atteqapt in this direc-
tion by Its articles on “The Soclalist
Party and the Trade Unions”. On-the
coutrary, there has beea an abundance
of slurs, sneers, insinnations of dis-
honesty, infamy, fakirdom, ete.. and
even worse things. As the denounc-
ing and maligning. were means of ar-
resting a  historical development or
sound arguments that helonged In the
mouths of men who clalm to be scien-

able demonstration of the spread of '

‘Bocialism in South Africa.

Some thousands of workers assem-
‘bled in’ the Metropolitan Hall, and
fintly refused to give elther Protection-
ists or Free Traders a hearing, mak-
Ing it impossible for any motion to bo
put’ befere the meeting, The Soclal-
ista thereupon held an overflow meet-
ing in the square, at which about 2,000
workers assembled. Qur speakers were
attentively lstened to, but no sooner
did a- politician of the orthodox sort
ascend the platform than his volce
was drowned in the cry for “Need-
ham”, “Levinson” (both 8. D. F.), the
appearance of our comrades belng
greeted with prolonged cheering. ‘The
following motion was put and carried
without a single dissenting volce:

That this meeting is of opinion that
neither of the political parties, whether
Free Trade or Protection, is sufficlent to
solve the present soclal problem, and that
the only solution is for the workers to
take matters into thelr own hawds, efther
by capturiag the legislative machiue, or by
fostering the gemeral strike, R

The meeting broke up at 11 p. m.,
after’ three rousing cheers for.
