One of the papers,
however, very kindly supplied these
details, even to the point of describ-
ing what particular brand ef lard was
made from the victims. The Coroner
announced—in the papers, at least—
that I was to be compelled to revesal
any secrets I might possess, and was
branded as a liar whose bluff he was
anxious to call. He was informed that
no compuleion was necessary, but that
if I appeared before him I might not
confine my information to this partic-
ular case, but might' tell some other
facts concerning the activity of the
Coroner’s -office and deaths’ In the
yurds.

room ‘was dinply one end of the privy par-
titloned off by A six-foot partition from the
remaining inclosure. A few girls were
found using thix, not only as & rest room,
but as the only avallable pisce fn which'
to sit té eat thelr luncheon.

Much of the work in connection with the
handling of meat has to be ecarried on in
rooms of & low temperature, but even bere
a callous disregard was everywhere neen
for the comfort of those who worked in

‘fhese rooms.  Girls and women were found

1u rooms registering a temsperature of 8
degrees F. without any ventllation what-
ever,  depending . entirely upom  arth
The floors were wet and
segEy. osnd . in some covered with
watér, so that the giris“hnd to stand in
boxes of mawdast as a proteetien for thelr
feet. In & few canen even duippings from
the refrigerator rooms abeve trickled thru
the ceiling npon the heads of the waorkers
and upon the food pr belng p ed
A very stight nmn would n'e far.
nished drier fleors and protected them
agninet the tricklings from the celling. It
was asserted by the wnperintendent of
thess rooma that this low temperature was
essential to the proper eeplug of the meat;
but precisely similar work was found In
other establishments carried on In rooms
at a falr temperature, In many cases girls
of sixteen, seventeen, and eighteen years
stand ten hours a dey at work, much of
which conld be carried on while sitting

CLOTHING AS
WELL AS MEAT.

Significant Report of the
Consumers’ League.

Mrs. Nathan Polnts Out That Con-
ditions “l.‘l' Which Food aad
Clething Are Made Are » Manace to
Public Health and an Outrage on
the Uuhf;.

Maud Nathan, President of the New
York City Consumers' League, In the
course of a letter to the “Evening
Post” relative to the exposure of stock-
yard conditions in Chicago, says:

“New Yorkers not ouly eat the pro-
duct of Chicago's stockyards, but they
also eat the product of New York
slaughter houses, and we are informed
that we have only six Inspectors In
our city to lnspect seventy plants
where beef 18 slaughtered, or beel pro-
ducts made up. They also eat nutx
which ure eracked and picked in dirty
tenement rooms by young girls with
filthy hands, and even with ulcers cov-
ering the backs of their hands, uud
the nuts are then packed In glass jurs
without belug cleaned. They eat maca-
roni dried in tenement rooms where in-
fectious disease has been found. T'hey
eat candies made by manufacturers
who, during rush seasoms, send out
work, such as wrapping candles and
Alling boxes, to be done in tenements.
It was owing to the Investigations
made by the Consumers’ Leaguo that
& law was enacted during the past win-
ter prohibiting the mwagufacture of
foods in unlicensed tenement bouses.

*“The Consumers' League has for
years pointed out to consumers the
dangers luberent in purchasing articles
of clothing made in tenement rooms,
where it Is difficult to secure ofticial
inspection. It has known of Instances
where contagious disease has been car-
ried Into the homes of purchasery of
such articles. Yet iufluential mer-
chants have refused to recoguisze the
beneilt of the Consumern’ League label,
which is & guarantee that garments so
hbelkdhnbmmldeontbopm-

Pittsburg Warkers Shamelessly lolate
Capitalist & orals In Sesking Relief
from Weat

PITTSBURG, June 10.—With the
thermometer in the elghties to-might
the slum dwellers of Pittsburg ure suf-
foring Intepsely. Director Frank
Rldgeway of the Public Bafety De-
partment lssued an order that the
women and children of the slums must
all be fully dressed and must not
sleep outdoors these hot nights.

Beveral days ago Director Ridgeway
received a letter from a soclety woman
who was riding thru the alums, object-
lug to what she saw and asked for re-
form. ' Last evening the director took
a trip thru Basin and Tin Pot alleys
and several others upon the hill. He
saw children sleeping on mattresses
Iaid in the yard with little or no cloth-
ing. He saw women walking about
clad only in a loose wrapper with
their breasts exposed. He saw bare-
footed men on their door-steps and
sleeplng on fire escapes. Today he
issued his order. .

In the circles In which this pious
soclety woman moves it {s quite cor-

rect for the women to appear in publie

with half thelr bodies exposed; but
what Is correct for her class is very
improper for the working class, don't
you know. Better that men and
women suffer and children die from
overheat than that one rule of capl-
talst morality laid down for werking
class observance be violated.

DEATH TRAPS.

Are Commen Under Capitalism Because
Property Owners Rule. *

Another “fire trap and death’ trap”
claimed its victims in a New York
East Bide tenement this week when
four persons were killed and several
injured thru a fire which devoured the
bouse within thirty minutes. In thls
one tenement there were 216 peeople
boused in twenty apartments of three
rooms each, or an average of over
three persons to each room. Even then
this is not considered a high average
as New York tenements go.

- The wonder ls not that so many
llm are lost thru tenement bhouse
fires but that there are not’ more.
Every tenement i{s a ‘‘death trap”
erected solely to get tqnants who will
pay rent. There are bulldings ordin-
ances, of course, but they are winked
at and iguored by ap accommddating
city government cothposed of people
who are more consideraté of property
owners' luterests than of human be-
inge.

It's a ghastly business, but property
owners rule and non-property owners
must accept the frults of permitting
and assenting by their votes to the
rule of the property owners.

F'&'tew yoars ago, a scion of the Rus-
imperial family visited Amepica,
his route being marked by a series of
orgles wlth' chorus girls and prosti-
tutes.

As before
sald, had his relation with Andrieva
been confessedly illicit, all would have
been well, for a frankly lllicit relation
does not confuse or lmperil property
interests, and so may be condoned.
Had he emulated Boris in general de-
bauchery, no serious fault would have
been found, for mere vice does nof,
constitute an assault on vested pro-
prietary rights. But to flaunt his con-
duct In the face of the solemnly self-
righteous American people, In other
words, to attempt to give to this lady
u recognized and safe position by his
side, this was the unpardonable fea-
ture of bis transgression.

Proletarians, who have been gener-
ously relleved of all property rights
and interests by the capitalist class,
are at the present time alone free to
contract ideal unlons based solely on
mutual jove and terminating with their
raison d'etre.
