DON'T WANT ADAMS
TRIED-IN WALLACE.

It is reported that the state of Idaho
will ask for a change of vemue, in the
case of Steve Adams, charged with the
murder of Fred Tyler, when the case
is called for trial Bept. 9 at Wallace.
Wallace {s a mining center and it Is
not 80 easy to poison the minds of the
reading public there as the rural popu-
Iation of Ada County where Haywood
was tried. The prosecution will try to
have the case sent to Moscow where
there are scarcely any miners. In
April, 1008,'a University bullding was
burned there and Governor Gooding
in a public address charged the “In-
ner circle” with having fired It.

James H. Hawley, chief counsel for
the prosecution, will defend Senator
Borah in the land fraud case pending
aganinst him and which will be called
. this month. It is therefore probable
that either the Adams or Borah case
will go over until after Oct. 1, which
is the date set for the trial of Petti-
bone. .

“IN THE INTEREST
OF LAW AND ORDER.”

Another example of what the state
~of._Idaho paid for In -the -hiring of-
Pinkertons by Governor .Gooding Is
shown in the expense account for pro-
visioning the special train used In kid-
napping Moyer, Haywood and Petti-
bone, The total cost for provisions
amounted to $44.95, of which $21.50,
or nearly half, was for bottled beer,
wine and cigars, the latter at $5 per
box.

The “Idaho Unlonist” aptly refers
to the grafters as “Pinkerton pickpock-
ets,” a phrase which is In harmony
with the known abllity of these pro-
fessional thugs for instigating aud
committing crimes.

NICHOLAS IN
BLOODY ORGY.

“Black Hundreds” Take Inno-
cent Lives.

Powers Look On Silently at Butch-
ery—A Revolutionary Hero Ex-
ecuted for Revenge.

The Union of Russian PPeople, or the
“Black Hundreds,” rejolcing in the
blessing of Tsar Nicholas, have or-
ganlzed another massacre at Odessa.
Women and children were Kkilled
while praying in the cemetaries and
many refused to go to the hoxpital,
fearing an attack would be made on
the Inmates or the building burnt.
That the outrages now being perpe-
trgted have the officidl sanction of the
Tsar is evident from the fact thut the l
police look enlmly ou while the brutish |
‘work is done. How long these inhn- !
man butcheries will take place \\’lllli
no, protest from foreign powers is oot
hard to understand, When forelgn |
capitalists and bankers can get more |
ont of Russia free than out of Iuos.
sla slave, they will be shocked at the
barbarity of the bureaucracy.

The court martialg still yleld thelr
victlms and the hangman and fallor
are kept busy. Whete plots agninst
the Tsar's life are wanting the police
are quick to hateh them. Just as when
the second Duma wus dispersed the
“evidence” Rtolypin produced agalnst
Soclalist members of the Duma proved
to be manufactured by the police for
the vecasion. Evidence of thisx kind
" convicted twelve last week In one plot
alone. Three were sentenced to death,
three to banishment for elght years,
one to four years' penal servitude.
and five were banished and deprived
of all civil rights—if any remain. Al
of the witnesses for the prosecution
were detectives and police officials.

"Matuschenko Dies.

The saddest news that came from
the Tsar cursed land was that of the
capture and execution of the brave
Matuschenko, who led the mutiny on
the Russlan battieship Kniaz Potem-
kine in the summer of 1005. Matus-
chenko was the deciding factor In that
famous revoit which resulted in hoist-
ing the Red Flag .op # modern battle-
ship for the frat UWATEnd wsing her
guns for a proletarian cause, When
fhe gallors wavered in their declsion
he urged them on and led the revolt.
The sallors had suffered much from
the tyranny of the officers as well as
from the rotten food on which they,
were fed.

After running out of provisions the
battleship was finally abandoned in
Rumaniah waters. Matuschenko es-
caped and made his way to New York,
m?rnlng last July to Russla, where
he organized a revolutionary group in
Odessa. Here he was shadowed by
government sples who finally effected
his arrest and execution last week.
No braver or better loved figure ever
ascended the scaffold in Russia than
Matuschenko, the leader of the Potem-
kine revolt.

Jewish Daily Suppressed.

News recelved by members of the
Jewish Bund In New York also states
that the Jewish Dally “Volkszeltung,"
of Vilna, the only Jewish dally Social-
ist paper published in Russia during
the last year and a half, was sup-
pressed Monday. The paper was pub-
lished by the Jewish Bund and the po-
lice had endeavored to locate the print-
ing plant during this perfod with no
success.

But that there will soon be another
paper to take the place of the “Volks-
zeltung,” the fortitude and courage of
the Bund in the past gives ample evl-
dence,

A8 reported In another eolumn the
Mine Owners of the Cripple Creek dis-
trict In Colorado bLave decided to en-
force thelr card system and to em-
ploy no members of the Western Fed-
erntion of Miners. But the miners
bave at last succeeded in forming an
organization In the district of nearly
100 members and the number I8 grow-
ing. Many of the new members were
never affilinted with the Federatlon,
but have declded to take a strong
stand against the permit system of the
mine owners,

The notlces that men would have to
procure cards if they desired to work
were posted at varions mines several
weeks ngo. but there has been no great
rush for cards at the Cripple Creek
or Victor officed of the mine owners.
After the ediet of the wine owners
went forth the miners dectded 1t was
time to assert some independence and
the loea! was formed.  Whether the
mine owners will resort 1o violence
and deportation again to destroy the
mfon, remains to he seen. The nen
are 1o be commended for thelr cour-

" nge and tenacity of purpose in organ-

izing agalnst the great ecapitalist in-
terests that rule the Cripple Creek
district.

TO SAVE LIFE.
Reports state that the terrible acel-
dents which have occurred recently in
the copl mines of Germany and France
have drawn the attention of sclentists
to the Introduction of methods of pro-
tecting miners agalnst the recurrence
of such calamities, or at least to dimin-
fshing. as far as possible, the ensulng
loss of life.

One measure contemplated is the
construction of safety chambers, shut
off from the rest of the mine and pro-
tected against explosions. A condult
of compressed alr Is introduced Into
these excavated rooms, and should the
condult be destroyed, vessels or hottles
filled with oxygen, stored In the cham-
bLers, are intended to supply the neces-
sary air until & rescue can be effected.
A logical extension of the plan is the
equipment of these chambers with a
sufficlent supply of water and con-
densed food to rustain life for a rea-
sonable period of time in somewhat
sels are equipped. Rl

In this country the mine owners
would ask “how much will it cost¥”’
and finding that luman life is so cheap
would consider it wanton extravagance
to Incur expense in saving life. Euro-
pean capltalists ask the same question,
but prefer the increased expenses to an
increased Soclalist vote.

THE NEW PRIMARY LAWS.

Every member of the Soclalist Party
in New York state should read eare-
fully the article appearing elsewhere
in this Issue dealing with the position
of the party under the amended pri-
mary law, The amendments affect
the operations of the party In and out
of the city of New York, and It {s lm-
portant that every member should
know exactly what the dutles and
rights of the party now are under the
new statutes. Loenls and branches-
wonid do well to take the matter up
for speclal discussion at their busl-
ness meetings, so that each clause niay
be thoroly understood.

It is Important also that those claim-
ing to be Roclallsts .who are not party
members should study the new law
carefully, and - particularly  those
clauses relating to registration and en-
rollment. The new clanses were
framed purposely to embarrass and
bamper political organizations like the
Socinlist Party, and It Is up to the So-
cinlists to be prepared to meet the new
situation well equipped to preserve the
party’s existence and standing.

Perhaps it may be well to anticipate
some caustle denuneciations of the
“riot” reported from San Francisco on
T.abor Day ax it ia the psunl eustom
for mx;ltnllu danilies to use the slight-
est disturbance of this kind to discredit
the working clnss. If violence did oc-
ecur and a number of people were hurt
it Is certaln from the news accounts of
the affalr that a street rallway official
ran a non-unfon car close to the as-
sembled people. Railway officials are
shrewd enongh to understand the value
of a riot to them when facing a strike
and know how to provoke one as well,
From the press reports that Is just
what took place, and the company offi-
cials can well afford to concenl thelr
satisfaction behind an affected air of
injury. The trick has been played
often, both by ecapitalist oficials and
hired detectives, which simply means
that capltalist fnterests rely on force
and violence when pressed hard by the
workers for better conditions,

NOTE, COMMENT AND ANSWER.

It Is certainly unfortunate that the
membership of the Soclalist Party
thruout the country at this time and
with so little reason, are called upon to
vote on another emendment to the Na-
tionnl Constitution. We refer to the
amendment proposed by Loeal Grand
Rapids, Wis, to Article XII, and
which authorizes the National Execu-
tive Committee to conduct a referen-
wim of any state organization in the
matter of state officers, If requested to
do so by one-third of the members of
the state in good standing. the list of

for that purpose. Aside from the mer-
its of the proposal It seems to be for-
gotten ju some quarters that a com-
mittee of three on National Constitu-
tion has been elected by the National
Execntive Committee to consider all
changes suggested for the constitution,
Proposals llke the Grand Rapids
amendment ought to go to that com-
mittee Instead of being started on a
vote of the entire men.vership. Other-
wise It were folly to elect the com-
mfittee In the first place. Then It must
not be forgotten that In less than a
yéar the party will meet in National
Convention and no suggested changes
are of sufficient importance to war-
rant the expense of n referendum in
addition to a convention. It should be
noted also that no account is taken of
the principle that may be at stake In
any state. The irand Rapids pro-
posal makes it possible for n minority
to continunlly ask for a referendiin no
matter how often the controversy may
have been settled and rezaraless of the
prinelple Involved. Even were this
not trne the proposal encounters an-
other objection In tue fact that some
states, like Wisconsin, have never pro-
vided the Natlonal Office wiw a list of
thefr locals and have always refused
such lists, *If Grapd Rapids ghould be-
come dissgtisfied with {ts state officers
and. its . own proposal was In effect,
that loest could not get a referendum
fn its own state, The amendment is
not only unjust and unnecessary, but
unworkable as well, and it ought to be
voted down, #ince it Is to go to a
vote.

In last week's i{ssue of The Worker
I reduced to the absurd the conclu-
sions of the “Engineering News" con-
cerning the respective share of Capital
and Labor in the annual product of
Industry; and I promised that with a
view to the ultimate presentation of
correct results from accurate data I
would first lay bare some of the gross-
est errors which fundamentally vitiate
the calculations of that paper. This
I shall now proceed to do.

ERROR NO. 1.—I have already
stated that thé census estimate of the
wealth of this country in 1003 was
107,100 milljons of dollars, and that by
deducting (1) the public property
(valned at 7,830 milllons) and (2) the
personal effects (consisting in clothing,
turniture, carriages and kindred prop-
erty, valued at 82350 millons), it is
tound that the amouunt 6f private capi-
tal invested in private enterprises with
a view to private profit, was 91.000
milllons. The “Engineering News"
makes it less than 80,800 millions. How
did it come to that figure?

Table 12 of the Introduction to the
Census of Wealth, Debt and Taxation
recapitulates the general items com-
posing the total waelth.

The items, real property and im-
provements (Including public property),
live stock, agricultural Implements,
manufacturing machinery, gold and
sliver bullion, and railways, are first
separately given. Added together
they make up a total of 83,500 mill-
fons,

Then, street rallways, telegraphs
and telephones, Pullman and private
cars, shipping and canals, waterworks
and electric plants privately owned—
the vaiue of each of which Is given
separately in a preceding table—are
grouped together In one single item
of 4,840 millions.

Lastly, not only personal effects (val-
ued, as already stated, at 8,250 mill-
fons), but also the stocks on hand of
domestic and Imported products (crude
or manufactured, and valued at 10,210
millions), are likewise grouped in one
single {tem, entitled “All Other Prop-
erty” and footing up 18,460 millions.

However objectionable this Ilast
grouping together of two things so Aif-
ferent in kind, destination and eco-
nomic import, ns personal effects and
merchandise, may be deemed from a
sclentific viewpoint, It caRnnot cause a
statistician, or even an inquirer of or-
dinary sagacity, to commit an error; in
the first place because a foot note is
appended to Table 12, calling atten-
tion to the composition of this group,
and In the second place because the
value of each component is—as in the

cnee of the Ing group—stated in
a previons tm

Yet it is by deducting this last item
in its entirety that the *“Engioeering
News" arrives at Its figure of private
capital,

‘In other words, with a dash of the
pen It boldly strikes out, as unproduc-
tive of profit, the whole capital of
10,200 million dollars directly engaged
in domestic commerce and foreign
trade: the capital representing pro-.
duets which, with the additions made
to thelr prices at every step In the

| process of transfer from the places of

production to the places of final sale
for use or consumption, will on an
avernge double in money value; the
capital from the so-called “gross earn-
ings” of which must come not only the
comparatively small sum of wages

cess, but the particular plece of human
skin that {s the “reward” of that par-
ticular capital ‘and’ i divided, under
such euphonious names as Interest,
rent and profit, bétween numberiess
bankers, landlords, speculators, whole-
salers, retallers, etc.

Observe, then, that in the remark-
able account betweeir “Capital and
Labor", as made up by the “Engineer-
Ing News"”, Labor is fully debited with
the sum of wages paid to that portion
of it which is employed in the distri-
bution of products, but the value of
the plece of skin which is taken from
that entire portion, and In part from
other labor, is carefully omitted from
its credit. This is In perfect accord-
ance with the bookkeeping methods of
the capitalist class in its relations with
the working class, and we shall see
more of the same sort as we proceed.

ERROR NO. 2.—The "Engineering
News” deducts also the public prop-
erty In its entirety, on the double
ground that no private capital is In-
vested in it and that it ylelds no In-
come to capitalists.

The fact is that in 1882, according to

the Census of Wealth, Debt and Taxa-
tion, the public property, national,
state and municipal, was practically
mortgaged to capitalists In the sum
of 2,800 million dollars by the issue
of bonds and other certificates of in-
debtedness, and that, from all the now
avallable data, it Is safe to assert that
in 1004 this indebtedness exceeded
8,000 millions, or 88 per cent of the
total value of the sald property, as
then estimated. :
. Moreover, a considerable portlon of
that property—such as postoffices, con-
struction shops, canals, docks, water-
works, ete.—1s used productively and 1s
the direct source of vast profits to cap!-
talists, which considerably more than
make up for the low interest pald by
our various governments to thelr re-
spective creditors. Rallroads and
steamships are pald exorbitant rates
for carrying the mails, Vast herds of
cattle graze freely on the public do-
main. Immense tracts of public for-
ests are devastated by mining corpora-
tions and wealthy timber thieves. The
highly profitable operation of such a
municipal property as the New York
subways- is\turned over to capitalists.
There i1s no end to the opportunities
of grab and graft afforded to capital-
st by the public property.

Here nlso, observe that the “Engi
neering News” includes in it “Share
of Labor” all the wages pald to em-
ployees of our various governments,
but takes no account whatever of the

\ jncomes of " varions mﬂ by
capitalists from those go ents. '

As figures now stand, with the above
corrections, the profitable capital is not |
80,800 millfons (as the “E. N." hardly
concedes); it 1s'at least 04,200 millions.

In this exposure of the two first er-
rors committed by the * I
News” I have already shown the won-
derful aptitude of that paper for stu-
pendous miscalculation. Yet, import-
ant as they unquestionably are, they
sink into significanco as compared
with the infinitely grosser ones con-
cerning the real question at issue,
namely, the yalue of the annual pro-
duet of material wealth and lts divi-
sion between the capitalist class-and
the working class.

These 1 shall consider in my next.

DRIFTING TO STEERING.

ARGENTINE REPUBLIC.

In spite of the many obstacles which
it bas had to combat on account of the
ignorance of the people, the rapacity
of the wealthy class, officlal abuses,
and the heterogeneous nature of the
population, Soclalism grows from day
to day in the Argentine Republic and
logically follows the economic develop-
ment of the country.

It was definitely organized upon the
political fleld uader the name of the

tine Boclalist Party at its first
congress, held at Buenos Ayres in 1806,
There was adopted a declaration of
principles and’ a minimum program,
according tu the usage of other coun”
tries and adapted to local needs.

Since that time the party bhas held
seven pational congresses, In which it
has discussed the tendencies to be
pursued and worked out resclutions
upon various national questions.

We now count more than 3,000 ad-
herents, divided into 14 groups in the
capital and 21 in the rest of the coun-
try.

The direction of party affairs is con-
fided to an Executive Committee of six
members, which is ajded In its work
by a Jury, whose function consists in
regulating differences among members
or among groups; & Parliament Elec-
torn] Committee charged with the
duties of ng In the naturaliza-
tion of immigrants apd of directing
campaigns; and a Committee of Legal
Defense, which attends to the defense
in court of party members and mem-
bers of labor organizations suffering
injustice from the state or from the
capitalists.

The party has an official organ, “La
Vanguardia”, which, established as a
weekly paper in 1894, has been lssued
dally since Sept. 1, 1005.

In its froqmnt debates with him it
was Its habit to argue by repeating
the list of evils begotten by the strike,
Placing its emphasis on his losses that
promised to continue for months to
come Unllke most reformers and
other critics of the status quo, Mr.
Baxter's sense was not merely destruc-
tive: it offered a practicable plan for
betterment—a plan that guaraunteed
vietory over the strikers and required
only the sacrifice of his pride.

But Mr. Baxter’s pride refused to
be sacrificed. His business sense had
suggested the plan shortly after the un-
fon had voted the strike., He would

adopted the pian immedintely, as
the obvious procedure iu the situation,
had it not been for the break with
Foley. But the break had come, and
his pride could not forget that last
visit of Foley to his private office; it
had demanded that the walking dele-
gate be humilinted—utterly crushed.
His business sense, from the other
side, had argued the folly of ullowing
mere emotion to stand in the way of
victory and the profitable resumption
of work, Outraged pride had been the
stronger during April and May, but as
the possibility of its satisfaction had
grown less and less as May had
dragged by, the pressure, of his busi-
ness sense had become greater and
greater. And the Avon explosion bad
zlven husiness sense a further chance
to greaten. *“Try the plan at once,”
it had exhorted; “if you don't, Foley
may do it again.” However, for all
the pressure of owners and contrac-
tors and of his business "sense—own-
ers and contractors urgiug any sort
of settlement, so that it be a settle-
‘ment, business sense urging its own
private plan—in the early days of June
Mr. Baxter continued to present the
same appearance of wall-llke firmness.
But his firmness was that of a dam
that can sustain a pressure of one hun-
dred, #nd is bearing a pressure of nine-
ty-nine with its habitual show of
eternal fixedness.

Mr. Baxter had to withstand pres-
sure from yet another source--from his
wife. When he had told her in early
May that the strike was not going to
be settled as quickly as he had at first
thought, and bad asked her to practice
such temporary economy as she could,
she hind acquiesced graciously but with
an aching heart; and instead of going
to Europe #s she had intended, she and
her daunghter had run up to Taxedo,
where with two maids, earriage, and
coachnmu, they were managing to
make both ends meet on three hundred
dollars a week. But shen the first
days of June bad ¢o and no pros-
Pect of settlement,.she began to think
with swelling anxiety of the Newport
season. .

“Why ecan't this thing be settled
right off?" she sald to her husband
who lhad run up Friday evening—the
Friday after the Wednesday Foley had
assured the union of certain victory—
to stay with her over Saturday and
Sunday. And she scquainted him with
her besctting fears.

Only another anit of pressure was
needed to overturn the wall of Mr.
Baxter's resistance, and the stress of
his wife's wogds was many times the
force required. During his two days
nt Tusedo Mr. Baxter sat much of
the time apart in quiet thought. Mrs.
Daxter was too considerate a wife to
repeat to him her anxieties, or to
harass him with pleas and questions,
but just hefore he left early Monday

5 E 'STUTTGART CONGRESS.

By Algernon Lee.

STUTTGART. Auvg, 18.—This morn-
ing, promptly at 11 o'clock, in the spa-
cious and beautiful Liederhnlle, was
opened the seventh congress of the
new International. Almost exactly a
thousand delegates are in attendunce -
more than twice as many as assembled
at Amsterdam three years ago, Thix
Increase in numbers is but one evi-
dence of the steady and rapld growth
of the consclous movement of the
world’s proletariat to achiéve Its eman-
cipation from eapitallsm and from
every form of class rule. Equally sig-
nificant, as Bebel remarked in bhis
opening address, 'is the fact of these
revolutionists from every portion of
the globe assembling within the limits
of the German Emplire.

It is 2 proud day for our German
comrades, for they well reallze that
the Kaiser, the Imperial Chancellor,
and all the rulers-of this too much gov-
erned land would gladly, did they but
dare, prevent such a gathering of
“vaterlandslose Gesellen”, enemies of
all the emperors and all the kiugs, ene-
mies of aristocrats and landlords and
mouey lords and factory lords alike,
who march shoulder to shoulder, for-
getting: old superstitions and old
hatreds, singing: “C'est le deruler con-
flit, et demain I"Internationale sera le
genre bumain,”

Thirty-eight years ngo the old Inter-
national thought to hold its next con-
gress on German soll at Mainz. But
then came the Franco-Prussian War.
the establishment of the militarist and
bureaueratic Empire, the crushing of
the Paris Commune, and the long
period of reaction during which even
German Soclalists could not hold their
congresses with safety within the lim-
its of their own cougtry. Three years
ago, at Amsterdam, it was resolved
that the time had at last come for
bearding the llon of Cwmsarism In his
den by holding the next congress in
Germany; and in spite of the apparent
check which our movement received at
the Iast Relchstag elections, the plan
has been adhered to. It would not
even now he safe—especinlly for the
Russinn  delegates—to assemble In
Pruséla or In some of the other states
dominated by Prussian influence and
subservient to the wishes of the Tear,
But even to hold such a congress in
Wurttemberg Is to signalize a great in-
road into the enemies’ territory, to
plant the red flag upon a serious
breach in the walls of one of their
strongholds.

The Arrangements.

The arrangements for the Congress
do honor to the efficlency and the good
will of our German and especlally our
Stuttgart comrades. An Information
buread has been established at the
rallway station, M!,Hm -
halle Is the office of the ienl Organi-
zation Committee, presided over by H.
Dietz, the Soeialist publisher. Here
the delegates are reglstered and re-
celve  thelr preliminary admission
cards, recetve thelr ‘waill, and are
given all desired infdwation and
assistance, Here, too, Camille Huys-
mans, the epergetic and orderly, Becre-
tary of the International Socialist. Bu-
reau, is to be consulted. Rooms haye
been reserved for delegates {u various
hotels within convenient distance. One’
or more guldes have been put at the
service of each fovelgn delegation—
comrades familiar with Stuttgart and
speaking, bhesldes German, the lan-
gunge of the delegates whom they are
to assist. A great foree of doorkeep-
ers and messengers is directed from
the headquarters mentioned, and keeps
the mafn ball and the varions commit-
tee rooms in admirable order.

The hal] itself is filled with tables
and chairs, well arranged for the dele-
gates' convenlence, while the gallery
and a space at the rear and sides of
the hall are reserved for local or visit.

Relations between the
Political Parties and the Trade Un-
fons; 3.

To-morrow morning the varfous na-
tional sections will meet and organize.

Thelr respective voting pow-
er, as determined by the Bureau upon
f basis of the number of party mem,
bers and the number of Soclallst votes
in each country, Is as follows: Ger-
many, Anstrin  (Including Bohéwta),
France. Great Britain, and Russia, 20
votes each: Italy, 15; the Unlted
“Btates, 14;  Belglum, 12: Denmark,
Pblnnd, and Switzerland, 10 each; Aus-
tratasin, Finland, Holland, and Swe-
den, § ench; Spaln, Hungary, and Nor-
way, 6 sach; Japan, South Africa, Ar-
gentina. Bylgaria, Servia, Rumania, 4
each; Luseisburg, 2; In all, 247 votes.

Each of the35 national sectlons will
gelect not more than four representa-
tives to ench of the five commissions.
Thus the commissidng will have n

maximum membership of 100 each. In
practise, however, the “numbers will
probably not exceed 60, admost of the
delegations are not large enough to
furnish their full quota.

To-morrow forenoon, as soon ag the
national sections have been organized.
the commissions will meet, organize.
and begin the discussion of thelr re-
spective subjects. No plenary session
of the Congress will be held, probabiy,
untll one of the commissions Is ready
to report. This may occur by Thurs-

day, but more likely not before
Wednesday.
The “Burning Question."

Altho the questions of trade union:
tsm and of Immigration comgand
much attention, it now appears that
the subject first named on the agenda
will be the “burning question™, as that
of ministerialism, reformism, revision-
{sm, or however one may choose to
namwe It, was at Amsterdam. Renders
of The Worker know sowething of the
importance which has within recent
years come to be attached to this phase
of our movement in various countries,
and most of all In France. Gabrie!
Hervé, Urbain Gobler, and a number
of other comrades in that country have
coucentrated thelr forees upon this
question. have urged the party to take
what they hold to be a more distinet-
Iy revolutionary attitude upon it, and
have carried on a vigorous propa-
ganda, to some exteut outside of, If not
exactly in conflict with, the plans of
the party organization. Both of the
comrades named,with several compan-
fons, have suffered lmprisonment for
this activity.: It must be sald that the
French party has not altogether ap-
proved of the measures taken by these
comrades, tho it has loyally. sought to
defend themn against the repressive
action of the Clemencean and preced-
ing ministries. On the other hand, it
must be' remarked that this tendency
has spread and galned force, espec
Iy In view of the repeated use o
wilitary agalost strikers in v
parts of Fraunce. g

There is, of course, no guestion a

all !odnlhtl hu:. ndﬂm B.t
there is considerable difference® of
opinion among Soclalists as to the
measures which the party should take
and sbould advise to the proletarian
masses in the event or the immediate
contingency of war. It agreed that
our members In national legislative
bodies should at all times vote against
military appropriations. It Is agreed
that our propagandists should do their
best to show the working people of the
country that the workers of every
other country have identical Interests
with thelrs, that, from the standpoint
of working-cluss Interests, there {s no
good reason or justification for war he-
tween nations, that the fuling and pos-
sgessing classes of all nations are the
real enemles of the ruled and produe-
ing classes of all nations, It is agreed
that special efforts should he made to
propagate this knowledge among the
soldlers, especinlly In those countries
where universal compulsory milltary
service prevalls or where large stand-
ing armies are by any means main-
talned. It Is agreed that, In the event
of war being threatened, the Socinlist
and other labor organizations of the
countries Involved should exchange
fraterual greetings and make public
demonstrations (n favor of peace and
in denunciation of the capitalists and
politielans who are seeking to precipl-
tate war. All these things hive lheen
done. and on rome occaslons they have
undoubtedly  prevented wars which
would otherwise have taken place.

Phases to be Considered.

But the question still remains: If, In
£pite of all our preventive efforts, war
should nevertheless be declared—what
are we then to Jdo? And the Freach

comrades mentloned, together with
many in other countries, have an an-
gwer ready. Perhaps it would be

nearer right to say that they have two
answers rendy, for there Is some uncer-
tainty as to the exact method proposed
to be used. On the one hand, we

[ might advise that, in such case, the

soldiers In netive service should desert
and the reservists should refuse to join
the colors. Or. on the other hand, we
might advise them to join the colors,
recelve their arms, and then rise In
mutiny, using theélr weapons to over-
throw the government which has com-
mitted the criine of declaring war and
to establish an order representing the
interests of the working people. In
either case, according to them, the
action of the soldiers should be nccom-
panied by a general strike of working-
men, for the purpose of disorganizing
the whole existing order and rendering
it fncapable of action.

The opponents of this policy hold
that it Is lmpracticable to the polnt
of being chimerjodl. So long, they
say, as we have but a minority, In
most countries as yet a comparatively
small minority, of the adult popula-
tion sufficlently devoted to the ‘canuse
to vote the party’s ticket and lLelong
to the party organization and the wn-
fons, it Is obvigus that we should find
a still smwaller minority among the sol-
diers and the reservists ready to mu-
tiny or to desert. That minority would
then be at the mercy of an enraged
government with the greater power
still In its hands. It Is concelvable—
they will harvily admit that It is proba-
ble {hat the desertions might bLe sufil-
ciently numerous { the mutiny exten-
sive enough to embarrass the govern-
ment very serlousiy, perhaps to the
point of inthinidating it into abandon-
ing the project of war. But at what a
frightful cost wounld this snccess be
won, even if we succeeded thus far.

~  The General Strike.

As for the genera!l strike In such a
case, It stamnds upon au even footing
with the general strike for any other
political purpose.  With the forces now
at our command and under the condi-
tlong now existing they say, the gen-
ernl strike—tho we have never suce
ceeded In making it complete or any-
where near complete on any large
scale—Is, If well directed, nn excellent
method of protest and demonstration:
and it may be—It sometimes has been
-found a practicable method of win-
ning certain  definite and immediate
political demnuds.  But when it comes
to a question on which the ruling
powers cannot afford to compromise,
to a sitnation where surfender on thelr
part would be suicldal-in any such
contlict A outrance, they argue, one ot
two things must ensne: Either the
strike must fall, If only from hunger,
“or elge it wust develop Into insurrec-
tlon; for obviously, in a simple gen-
eral cessation of work, the working
people will be the first to feel want
and unless they forelbly seize upon the
existing food supply and take posses-
slon of the means of production and
recommence ladustry, they will very
soon face actual starvatioun.

And these comrades hold that we
have uot yet by auy means reached
the polat where Insurrection should be
counselled. They polnt out, further,
that in the case of war being precipf-
tated between two nations which are,
from the Soclalist standpoint, unequal-
iy developed--which will, in general,
mean that ther are unequally ad-
vanced in civilization in the broadest
and best sense of that word—even tho
the SRocialist parties in both those
countries should do their best to exe-
cute the proposed antimilitarist polley,
even tho they should more or less
wholly succeed In the more advanced
country, they would probably fail in
the other. The people of the more ad-
vanced country would then be lald at
the mercy of the government of the
more backward country. ligbie to in-

I. A, OF M. FINANCES.

" The semi-annual report of the audit-
ing committee of the International’As-
sociation of Mnachinists show the
finances to be nearly double that of
six months ago. The cash on hand
and In banks ‘and securities reach a
fotal “of '$181,047.68. The .excess of
revenue over expenditures Is $81,-
218.05, The total expenditures and
benefits pald were $166,128.67. Of this
amount- $73,210.50 was pald out for
general strike benefts, which is a de-
crense as compared with the last half
year of $7,248. The death benefits paid
during the period were $22,500, an in-
crease as compared with the last halr
year of $6,800.

The Porto Rican Federation of La-
bor publishes a dally paper (except
funday) at Ban Juan. It {s printed in
Spanish and edited by Santingo Igle-
sins, who was the Porto Rican dele-
gate to the Soclalist Unity Convention
held in Indianapolis in 1001,

BUT THEY DO IT.

C. W. Post, manufacturer of non-
union breakfast foods at Battle Creek,
Mich., Ix again advertising his opin-
jons of labor organizations in the great
daflies. The Lenevolent gentleman re-
fers to the unlonists as “a crowd of
sluggers. dynamiters, and murderers”.
Both Republican and Democratic pa-
pers accept the advertisement, and
they, together with Post's assoclatess
will be asking these same slnggu'l
dynamiters and murderers” for thelr
votes next election. Unfon men who
ean give them votes after this exhibl-
tion must have a process of reasoning
unknown to any rules of loglc ever
devised by men.

The Belfast poll’remen who sided
with the striking dock laborers of that
city are being punished for thelr sym-
pathetic action. DBesides transfering
over 300 to remote country districts,
many have been awarded unfavorable
records, which means stoppage of pro-
motlons, A series of courts-martial
will also be held to punish those who
were leaders. Had they murdered
strikers and sympathizers they would
Lave been pralsed for the butchery.

AN IMPORTAN . CASE.

When the Supreme Court of the
United Stutes meets next October it
will be confronted with a question as
to the Hability of & labor union to pun-
jshment under the ant-trust law. The
question arises in coanection with the
ease of . B Lowe. of Danbury,
Conn., vs. Martin Lawler and mem-
bers of the American Federation of
Labor. lLowe is a hat manufacturer.
It is charged that the federation hns
sent out clrenlars to Lowe's patrons
warping them that {f they buy his
hats they will be put upon the “unfair
list.” Lowe brought sult for $240,000
damages, The cose inges on the ques-
tion whether the plalntiffs ca® main-
tain an actlon under the auti-trust
law. This Is one of the most fmpor-
tant sults In which untong were n
party that ever came up in the Su-
preme Court.  The dectsion will have
a far-reaching effect one way or the
other.—Cleveland Citrzen.

The lockout of the Belginm dock
laborers at Antwerp continnes.' Eng-

of perhnpe $1,500 a year, and causing
an additional national expense for po-
liee protection, to say nothing of extra
expenses for locks, safes, alarms, etc.,
of $2,000,000 more, making a total an-
pual Joss to the nation from this
source. more than counterbalancing
the value of all our apnual experts of
manufactures, or nearly equal to the
aunun! runuing expenses of all our
churches, benevolent Institutions, pub-
lie schools. fustitutions of higher edu-
‘entfon and lome misslons of every
kinmd.

“Of professional crime in business
aud politics, in the form of ‘graft’, it
is Impossible to make an accurate es-
timate, but the anuual natlonal Joss
from that source must be at least
twice that from professional crime.
This class consists of an oligarchy
composed of three classes—saloonkeep-
ers, gnmblers and others who engage
In business that degrades; contractors,
enpltalists, bankers, and others who
can make money by getting franchises
and other property of the comminnity
cheaper by bribery than by paying the
community; politicians who are willing
to seck and accept office. with the ald
and Indorsement of the classes already
mentioped,

Loss by Strikes.

“Herole, tho often misgulded, ns
have been the industrinl struggles of
the labor unions for better wages and
Hving conditions, they are beginning
to be less successful with the methods
of the strike than in former years,
Last year the unfons met with unusual
defent In the case of mauy of their
larger strikes. This is due to three
cnuses—growing organization of the
employers in oprosition to the unions,
the use of the Injunction and union
Ifabiiity rullng by the courts. By
these means some foolishly think the
unions are now finlshed. But the end
is not yet. Defeated by financial
means, they are turning rapidly into
polities, where thelr numbers uitimate-
Iy must cause thelr demands to be
heeded and their righteous demands to
be granted.” »

P'rof, Buslinell dedlt at some length
with the monetary losses due to the
prevalence of consumption and vene-
real (diseases, asserting that. the United
States  must every year sdffer a na-
tionnl loss from venereal discases at
least equal to the total wage Income
of all the mine yorkers or all the farm
hands of the country, to say nothing
of the vesuitiug mental and physical
s«uffering and socinl disorder,

Referring to the churches Dr. Bush-
! nell sald;

“The reason of the present fatlure of
the churches {8 twofold—thelr methods
are antiquated and thelr spirit is com-
mercinlized.  The world has become
collective and longs for true comrade-
ship. while the churches have remain-
ed individuallstic and have become
timid  and  calenlating. The world
needs not prayers and profits so much
ax justtece and devoted service. The
tragic lnek of gecurity and community
of life characteristic of our tlhmes is
réflected not only in the Infidelity of
the ehurches but {n the growing infl-
delity fn the homes of the land. Pifty
years ago. taking the country as a
whole, there was not an’ average of
one divoree in fifty marringes.  To-
Ay there I8 an average of one divorce
in nbout every ten marriages; ™

In addition to his own researches
Trof. Bushnell cites sixty.seven differs
ent private and government pmblena-
tions ns authorities for the figures he
glves and the conelusjons he renches,
Whether the conclusions are correct or
net the tigures suggest the questions,
“le capitalist rule a success lor the
majority of mankind?"
