Soclalism Is a history of a sys
temi of haeman soclety based on
the common ownership of the means
of production and the carrying on of
the work of production by all for the
benefit of all. In other words, Social-
means that the land, the rallways,

ier was absolutely necessary to the

o Isuccess of any such enterprise. But

we see today that the greatest under-
takings are those which are owned by
joint stock companies, in which the
personal supervision of the propriet-
ors is quite impossible, and in which
the whole business is managed and
carried on by pald officials, who might
just as well be paid by the commun:
ity to carry on the enterprise in the
interest of the general body of the
people as be paid by a few wealthy
men fo carry it on for their profit.
Today goods are not produced to
satisfy human needs: they are slmply
produced to provide profit for the class
| which owns the means of production.
It is only for the sake of this profit
that thé property-owning class' owns
these means of production. As & con-
sequence, we have shoddy and adul-
terated ‘goods d. Also, as this
profit s simply the difference between
the value of the work which the work-
ing people do.and the amount they
receive in wages, the sotual producers
never recelve the ‘equivalent of what
they produce, and therefore are never
thlommuhckunln.lthm
therefore, tlut. as the machinery of
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production increases and workmen are
able to turn out more goods, they are
thrown out of work, and they, with
their wives and children, are in want
and misery, not because there is any
scarcity of the things they need, but
because there is more of them than
those who have produced them can
buy.

Under the present system, therefore,
the very increase of wealth is too of-
ten a curse to the wealth producers,
pimply because those who produce
have no ownership in the means of
production, and no control over the
things produced.

Under Socialism, as the means of
production would belong to the whole
people, the whole people would have
control of the things produced. Every
increase of wealth then would benefit
the whole eommunity. Under the pres-
ent system increased wealth means
increased luxury for the few and in-

i

as water. There is no sound reason
why poverty and want should exist
anywhere on this earth. Ail that is
needed is to establish a more equit-
able method of distributing the wealth
already produced in such profusion.
That is what Soclalism proposes to do,
The work of production is organized,
socialized; it Is necessary to soclalize
distribution as well.

What is to be done to supplant the
present system by Soclalism; to sub-
stitute fraternal co-operation for the
cut-throat competition of today? The
first thing necessary s to organize the
workers into a class-conscious party;
that is, a party recognizing that as
a class the workers are enslaved
through the possession of the means
of production by another class; recoz-
nizing, too, that between these two
classes there is an smtagonism of in.
terest, a . perpetual struggle, a con-
stant class war, which must go on
until the workers become possessed
