In all, save one instance, these
slaves ask to have their names with-
held and in several cases even the loca-
tion of the writer ¢ not given as it
really is. With most of the slaves
here reporting I am personally ac-
quainted and I can testify that they
are not abnormally timid, but on the
contrary, many, if not all of them, are
really brave, and will give a good ac
count of themselves before this ghastly
struggle is ended. This fact, the fact
that men and women of ordinary cour-
age, fear to declare the truth over
their own names because of the dan-
ger of being refused an opportunity
to provide for themselves and families,
ought to cause all thinking people to
panse,

A great deal of gpace is accorded to
matters coming from the National Of-
fice, but a eareful study of the Born
case from Wisconsin and the action of
the National Committee upon Referen-
dum, 1804, No 1, and Martln No. 1
will furnish justification for this.
Marcus A. Hanna, a tnlul\upthl-
ist, has gone the way of all flesh.

To the last hour of life
the fire of liberty burned in his loyal
breast, and he looked forward, with an
eye bright with faith, to the final vic-
tory of labor.

During the year Mayor Born com-
mitted variots acts which were con-
trary to the well-known principles and
tactics of the Soclal Demccratic Par-
ty, but in view of the difficulty of the
situation and fqr the sake of harmony
nothing was said about them beyond
some protests, When, however, last
fall the mayor elected by the Soclalists
appointed to public omlces of power and
influence men active in the parties rep-
resenting the enemies of the working

class, and especinlly ‘when he appoint-}'

ed . man who is the proprietor of a
“scab” mewspaper and printing office
and an open enemy of organized labor
as well as a Republican politiclan, the
Soclalist editor of the local paper of
our party could no longer keep silent,
and published a gencral attack on the
actions of the mayor since he had been
in office. Shortly afterward four of
the local members of the organization
flled definite charges in due form
against Mayor Born, and demanded
that he be expelled from the party.

The charges are as follows:

1. He has violated the principles of
the Social Democratic Party in his ac-
uon favorable to a trolley line, after
the City Central Committee has ad-
vised againet such action,

2. He has reduced the assessment
'of the Water Works Company contrary
to the best advice of the Supervisor of
Assessors and of the District Attorney,
{and contrary to Socialist principles.

3. He has appointed to public office
as members of the Library Board old
party politiclans, one of whom is pro-
prietor of a scab newspaper and an
(open enemy of the organized labor
movement,

The first point involves the control

{by the party of its representatives in

public office, As Mayor Born was a
member of the City Central Committee
al the time the vote was taken advis-
ing against the granting of this par-
ticular franchise, he must have known
of our principles and of his duty in
the matter.

The second point shows his willing-
nessz to favor a corporation as against
the interests of the working class, His
excuses were many and various, but of
no tangible value,

The third polni involves a deliberate

betrayal of the Interests of the party |-

which nominated and elected him. He
put in positions of power and influ-
ence in the communily men who are
old party politicians, enemies of the
Social Democratic Party and allled
with the political parties which the
working class must fight”in order to
secure their rights. One of these mén
had been put on the “unfair list" by
the Central Labor Unlon of the city
of Shebo}'gtn. Although he was a sa-
loonkeepert and proprietor of a park,
and an employer of labor, and so had
no busineéds in the unions, Born had
been a ‘delegate to the Central Labor
Union from the Federal Labor Union,
and so must have known of the atti-
tude of organized labor toward this
enemy of theirs. There can be no ex-
cuse which will hold with the working
class for such action.

The local branch of the party
in Mayor Born's ward consisted largely
of his personal following and of office-
bolders, many of the real Socialists
in the ward having left the branch on
account of his methods in conducting
meetings, etc. As a natural conse-
quence when the charges were pre-
ferred sgainst him in his branch he
was exonerated, Then au appeai 'was
ukon to the City Certral Committee,
which under the State  Constitution
should be made up of delegates from
the ward branches. But some time
previous to this Mayor Born and his
friends hnd Qeclared that all ‘those who
had been elected or appointed to
|lic office should also be ﬁmm ipso

given instructions to the officeholders
was captured by them. Naturally, this
body also exonerated Mayor Born on
the charges as made. The State Con-
stitution provides that in case of dis-
satisfaction with any matter brought
before ' a local branch or Céntral Com-
mittee,. final appeal may be taken to
the State Executive Board. The pro-
vision is in section 27 of the Constitu-
tion as it was in force at the time the
charges were first made against Mayor
Born, and reads as follows: “All
questions not provided for in this Con-
stitution, and all questions of appeal
from subordinate bodies of the party
shall be decided by the State Execu-
tive Board, such decrees to be final,
and in full effect unless annulled by a
referendum vote of the organization.”

The appeal was taken to the State
Exeoutive Board as provided for. May.
or' Born was notifled of the meeting,
and in reply said, “ »  * * the un-
dersigned most emphatically denles
the State Board the right of any fur-
ther inlerference.”

The State Executive Board met and
considered the testimony, and decided
lhlt Mayor Born had violated the prin-
clpln of the Soclal Democratic Party
and had ‘betrayed the interests of the'
organized working class by his actlons,
and then voted to expell him from the
