We  have two letters protesting
against the ctiticism of The Appesl to
Reason which appeared in a lotter to
The Socialist a fow weeks ngo.

Ohe writer is hurt because we admit
any criticism of other Socialists into
our columns and seems to think we
must all live like saints, in peace and
harmony together, or the whole So-
cialist movement will be ruined. But
this is n woman, and we'll, forgive her
for some Utopian dreams. The fact is,
Socialism is no longer a vision of
brotherhood only, though it is that and
much more. But Socialism now is &
political party, made up of ordinary
men and women of this every-day
world. It has a practical. program ap-
spealing 1o the immediate and mnlurml
interests of men.

It cannot expect men to see all alike.
Only by discussion and disagreements
shall we learn and arrive at conclusions.
‘We shall have all sorts of schemes pro-
posed and personal ambitions interfer-
ing with the progress of the cause.

‘We shall have 80 expose these
schemes and denounce these dangers.
‘We shall do it like men in this world,
not like saints in heaven.

As far as The Socislist is concerned,
we expect to tell the truth in unmistak-
able terms, believing nothing is gained
by concealment. We will fight fair
and don't intend to call names or sling
mud. But if a friend is going wrong,
we shall tell him so. If, in our opinion,
the Appeal to Reason is pursuing a
dangerous course we shall not hesitate
to say so because it is regarded highly
by many Socialists. -

Woman and

Capitalism’

HE present coptury has changed
or a vast number of womoen
economic dependenceo from husband or
father to employer and made her prob.
lem more identical with that of the la-
boring man.

From government reports it is found
that the proportion of women employed
in all occupations Wﬂ in slulil)ll
to the whole number from 1468 per
cent in 1870 to 17.22 per cent in 18%0,
the number of men having decreased
from 85 per cent to 53 per cent. In the
different oceupations her numbers have
increased in agriculture, mining, fish
ing, professional services, trade, me-
chanical and manufacturing induostries,
and have decreased only in domestic
and personal service.

It is soen that today in the United
States there is scarce an industry in
the United States, from the heavy farm
work of the south or the canning estab-
lishments of the west, to the factories
of New England, that has not been re-
cruited from among women until now
nearly 4.000,000, not counting the
thousands of wives empioyed in home
work, are actively engaged in industry.

Capitalism that finds a source of
strength in the great body of unem-
ployed men who compete with each
other in the Inhor market has reached
out to the women to yet further in-
crease this struggle, and has found in
them an exiremely valuable economic
factor from the fact that they can be
compelled to accept & lower minimum
‘wage than man.

This will not be possible until
every Socialist and Socialist paper can
point out errorsin The Appeal as freely
as errors in any other paper without
being subjected to criticism as if he
Was a traitor to the calise. - Appealism
or Waylandism is not Socialism neces-
sarily.

Second Danger:—The Appeal does
not stand for the Public Ownership of
ALL the means of Production, such as
the Socialist platform calls for. Its
platform is always carried at the head
of its first page, namely, ‘‘For Public
Ownership of Monopolies.”” There are
very few “monopolies” in this country
and The Appesl platform, therefore,
calls for the public ownership of very

_few of the “Instruments of Produc:
tion.”

That The Appeal is doing good work
in stirring up people’s minds, in get-
ting people dissatisfied with present
conditions, in turning them toward So-
cialism, we do not deny. And we ire

« far from saying that it should not be
for these purposes. But when
it is and regarded as the very gos-
pel of Socialism, when its words are
quoted as a Socialist authority which
1o one is allowed to question, we pro-
test and shall continue to protest.

We shall not abuse The Appeal, but
“we shall peint out wherein it is wrong
with the same freedom that we shall
exercise in the case of any other paper,
Socialist or otherwise.

work with the same degree of effi-
cienvy, men receive higher wages in
595, or 76 per cent of the instances;
women greater pay in 129, or 16 per
cent, whilein 77 cases, or 7 per cent,
they receive the same pay for the same
work. Woman’s average wage in the
United States is about 5 per week,
while many receive but $1 or $1.50.
This is not a living wage, and many
women are forced to choose between
existence and a life of pro:tilJ

Machinery knows neither sex nor
age, but chooses the labor embodied in
man, woman or child which is the
cheapest in relation to the degree of its
efficiency.

A large portion of the women, how-
euer, are not actively engaged in in-
dustry. They are the wives of labor-
ing men and mustloo to them for their
livelihood. ‘lhis makes them none the
less dependents, economically and in a
double sense, since they are dependeats
of wage slaves.

But capitalism in thousands of cases
has not left these women in the home
to care for the children. While the
father looks for work the mother is
forced into the labor market. Thus
we find in many New England towns
the father caring for the house and
small children while the mother and
older children become the bread win-
ners.

Until recently the working women
have been entitled to be called the
“‘working girls.” The majority began
work at 15 years and the average of all
was less than 23. At present thirteen
out of every 100 women in the labor
world are women with families.

The entire economic situation stands
in the relation of causeto the conditions.
found in the homes and health of wo-
men. Modern industry appears as a
gigantic Moloch into which are fed the
lives and health of the laboring class.

The reports of labor on “Working
Women in Large Cities’’ show that out
of every 100 women interviewed who
entered work in good health, eleven at

‘the time of the investigation were in

bad health. Making all due al

able to overwork in small, ill-ventiluted
rooms, especinlly among women who.
take work to theic homes. All this,
however, does not ropresent the true
condition. It does not take into ue:
count the grent number that every year
are compelled to drop out of the indus-

_ trial ranks through complete loss of

health,  This affecting  the dren
born to these women means that the
next generation will have less of
strength and vitality.

Un the home and family life oven the
most superficial observer wmust have
noted that the present capitalistic sys:
tem exerts a baneful effect

First as to marriage. The supposi-
tion exists that mairiages today ure
founded on the mutual regard of two
individuals. In fact, however, they
are principally made for economic
reasons. The girl toiling in the factory
o shop thinks she sees in marriage an
escape from her slavery.

With this for  reason and with com-
paratively little acquaintance, it is not
remarkablethat when economic troubles
arise the man and wife are driven
apart. In Chicago today the divorce
courts dissolve one-fifth as many mar-
risges s are made.

Thus has eapitalism dug a pit at the
beginning of the home by bringing two
people to live together for no other
reason on the part of the woman fre-
quently than she wishes to obtain sup-
port. To the Socialist this seems but
legalized prostitution. It is likewise
for support that the prostitute nmightly
sells herself. Affection and respect
enter frequently no more into the one
than into the other.

After having bogun the family on
this unstable foundation capitalism adds
yet other things that all Fgsult in de-
stroying family life. The man is fre-
quently forced to stand aside and ‘see
his wife driven -into the fuctory, until
in the east we have our ‘she villages”
and on the other-band j in the mining re-
gions our ‘‘stag towns,”

In the crowded districts of our great
cities the home is turned into a “‘sweat
shop.” The father, mother, th the
neighbor and the mere babi ork
from daylight until far into the mght
for a starvation wage.

Thus sfter bulldmg the fumily on an
economic basis and destroying it
through industrial conditions, capital-
ism goes yet further and says that for
thousands no homes shall exist at all.

‘The young man earning a few dollars
a week, with little hope of ever getting
more, knows he cannot on that amount
support himself and a family. To him
family life is forbidden, and society
reaps the whirlwind of illagal sexual
relations. A careful view of society
must convince one that never, even
among savages, did promiscuous rela-
tious of the sexes exist more than in

- our-civilization of today.

And uxunhnm comes in yet other
ways to destroy home life. It takes
the father away from the home in the
morning before the children are awake;
he returns at night when they are again
in He never knows his own chil-
dren. Itisa horrible farce to call the®
existence of the average laborer family
life.

Ob none today do the sufferings aris-
ing from the small, over-crowded
quarters that cu‘;iinlism has forexd 1ts
wage-earners to live in fall so henwly
as upon the women. Confined eontinu-
ously in one or two small rooms, that
serve for kitchen, bedroom, lsundry,
dining and sick room, little wonder that
the mother is ill and fretful und the
work half done.

There is no opportunity either bofore
or after marriage for the woman of the
loboring class to: obtain an education.
She enters the factory or shop before
she has finished the grammar school in
order that she may help to support the
family. She has time to read neither

book nor newspaper after marriage,
the care and work for the family ex-
Lendmg far mlo the pight. If she fails
tand quickly the les of
Socialism is it not because our indus-
trial system has well nigh crushed out
the power of thought?

1t is to Socialism alone that the home
life must look to for its rescue and
purifitation?

By assuring to.every member of so-
ciety the opportunity to work under

for other catses, much of this is trace-

It would secure to every individual
the opportunity for education and to
every mother a chance to spend a few
