CHICAGO.—Thirty thousand dol-
lary remaining of the fund raised by
Ilinois employery last summer to
twist & noose around the necks of INi-
nols union miners after the Herrin
mine war are being refunded by the
Nlinois Chamber of Commerce. Each
contributor is getting back 48 per cent
of the money he gave tp subsidize
public justice and to help swing the
verdict te, conviction of the miners
put on trial for murder after the
battle. All the defendants tried were
acquitted by two successive juries and
the state dropped the charges agairst
the rest.

Three union miners on strike were
fatally shot by company gunmen at
the Herrvin strip mine the afterncon
of June £1, 1922. That evening hund-
reds of miners assembled near the
mine, which had started operations in
violation of an agreement Pres. Wm
J. Lester of the Southern lllinois Ceal
Co. had made with the union. Fight.
ing went on all night and in the riot.
ing following the capture of the mine,
twenty-one strikebreakers and  com-
pany guards were killed.

To Smash the Union,

Hardly had the press reported the
battle before the open shop forces of
the country, headed by the Nationa)
Cdal Assn. and Nilnols Chamber of
Commerce, began improving what
they regarded as an oppertunity to
smash the United Mine Workers of
America and especially the solid union
organization in the Illinois district.

The National Coal Assn. flooded the
land with a pamphlet entitled “The
Merrin Conspipacy,” in which the
union was defigitely charged with the
“organized mypder of American citi-
zens” as “the result of the determina-
tion of a branch of the U. W. W. A
to maintain as an absolute stronghold
the supremacy of the miners’ union in
Williamson county over wad above the
law of the state and the law of the
nation ”

The Illinois Chamber of Cotnmerce
went the coal opergtors one better.
Instead of distributing charges the
chamber began collecting thousands
of dollars to influence the course of
the criminal prosecutions. No ope-
rator or director of the mine was
indicted and nome of the éompany
gunmen, despite the statements of
Col. Samuel Hunter of the Ilinois
natiohal guard that President Lester
and his associates were directly re.

This is & pamphlet that every body
interested in the organization of the
workers should study carefully. It
is written in simple, crystalclear
language and ably sets forth the case
for underground organization—when
necessary.

It opens with a discussion of the
class struggle in America in the
years 1920.1923. At the beginning
of this period the American workers
had not recovered from the war hys-
teria, were in retrea ‘before the open
shop forces and werk indifferent to
the persecution of (h\ ecommunists
Palmer launched his drive and jailed
over half the organized eommunists.
The C. P. went undergraund.-—and
the fact that they weathared the
storm Jjustifies the tactic. Three
years later the whole outlook had
changed. The workers had assymed
the offensive and in 1922 more than
1,000,000 were out on strike and the
American people had realizod the
sourness of the patriotic lemon and
were in no mood to look on Indif-
ferently while anyone was persecuted
for agitation. The C. P. came out
in the open, and though its leaders
were at once assailed, this very attack
rivetted the attention of the prole-
tarian masses.

Ma-
chine runners lost on extra time they
were getting for going in ands out
for stock. But the rank and fle is
taking more interest in baseball and
who is going to be the next world
champion than thefr own interests.
But the militants are not losing heart.
On the contrary they are now fight- : ‘
ing as they never did before—fight- h !
ing intelligently and in an organized
manner. They will no longer allow
the coal barons or reactionary of-
ficials to fool them. The result of
this new policy on the part of the
miners is the Progressive Conference
held in Pittsburg recently, led by such
men as Howat, Gray, Dorchy, Makay,
MacDonald from Canada and rebels
from all over the country.

We learned at that conierence that
we here were not alone in the fight.
We had buddies from all over the
country who were just as determined
as we were to fight through to vie-
tory. —A Miner.
