Now and then Republican poll-
ticians, and notably Chauncey Depew,
have In varlous speccheés recognized
this necessity, assuming'no doubt that
the stupidity of the wage earning class
would debar them from percelving the
distinetly capitalistic Interest involved
in their assertions.

Russian agents
and sples are ceverywhere in  China.
Russian battieships and soldlers are in
all-the Chinese seas and rivers in for-
inidable force.
