Thelr
private property does not create incoms
by itself, hut comes as the remult of
work applied to their property, For
that reason tholr Income- as well as
thelr property Ix limited by thelr cm-
pacity for work and cqnnot b In-
creased at will. That kind of property
therefore s calied the small bourgeois
.property. the property of the artisan or
small furmer,, in contradistinction to
the caplhwlist property, which can lim-
Itlessly increase. The income from the
capital primurily depends upon 1ts size.
That ability of capiay constantly to
increase or lt‘n ability to accumulate
wae, as we will see below, of the utmost
importatice to the 10th gentury.

At first the increass of the number
of men deprived of properly was the |
direet Tesult of the artisan preduction
of cpmpmodities. ' The general process of
expropriation of the masses wWis as
follows: Simultanecusly with the
growth of urban handicrafts grew also
the markets for the rural producln This
réeacted upon the peasant ‘economy,
which from now on be‘su to produce
for exchange.

The pegsunt, preducing for sale and
recelving money, ‘began 1o have & dif-
ferent significance in the eyes of his
his feudal lord. As leng as the surplus
income of the’ prasant expressed Iteell
only in the consumptive  products, his
master took from him only 'so much
as he o ould | ponsume himself: With the
movement, however, when_that surplus
could be exchanged for money, so much
wis tanken that there remained for him
nothing else to but to deseri his
eponomy and flee 1o the towns.
