hint and tracing this evolution back-
ward., It is diMieult teo understand how
these men can fail to see,” that b¥
bestowing on Mogpgan the encrimous
vilues which they create they are de-
priving themselves and (heir famillies
of the necessities of life. And it is still
more dificull 1o comprehend how this
well dlsciplined arnhy of workers will
patiently walch the sulfexings of thelr
loved omes and fioally crawl back to
their dreary and joyiess taski for the
make of earning the contents of a full
dinner-pall, when they could have the
whole earth for the nsking.

Of course, wé undergtand that men
who are worked from dawn till dusk,
whos life is wrapped up In the words:
toll, swallow your food, nnd sleep, have
neither the strength nor the leisure to
study: the problems of politital econs-
omy. They are not to blame for their
lgnorance.  But the men who are thelir
chosen feaders, whose duty it is to be
fafiiliar with all the means that may
lead thelr rause to victory, thess men
must know thak Industrial organtzation
alone Is not suflicient to vanquish cap-
ttal. They. must know, that Morgan can
stirve them into submission any time
he wants to.  They must know that, if
he kes any f'nnrrlptm to theunlons,
he does mo not because he fears the
unions, bt becanuse he is afrald of los-
{ng money by the strike. ‘These leaders,
unless they are absolutely blind and
seill. lving. In medieval wlm of
history, must know snough of modern
sconomics to seer that the fght of lab-
or against capital can be fought to a
rucess(ul finish only on t(he political
battiefleld. No one hams such an oppor-
tunity for sducating the working peo-
ple politically o# the labor leaders have.
If the do not do so, they are either
politieal heelers of the old laborskip-
bing parties or venerable mossbacks.
In both cases, they are unfit for the
positiond they are holding.
