NATIONAL ORGANIZERS.

Some Suggestions az to Best Methods of
Organizing the Propaganda Work
of the Par'ly.

St. Louls, Jan. §, 1502,

Dear Comrade—~The Indmnn State
Committee has made a suggestion to us
that n list of party speakers having the
endorsement of the Nationa! Committee
and wiling to take the fleld be kept
standing either in the Soclalist press or
in the proposed directory of the Na-
tionnl organization. We take this oc-
casion to inform you that the condi-
tion of agitation throughout the coun-
try, &8 reported in the letters reaching
this office, Is not at’all satisfactory.
During the past five months although
we have had offers of the services of
competent agitators and requests from
differant state organizations for co-op-
eration, our efforts in this direction, I
regret to say, have been very unsatis-
fuctory, and almost a total fallure, The
extent to which we can co-operate with’
or be of any service to the organized
states in the matier of national agita-
tion, must necessarily depend v the
wighes of uomneuu states,
to arrange agitation n one aute wWe
must have the co-operation of other
states, or the agitation will be discon-
nected  and  prohibitively . expensive.
Some of the states have been etpeclally
{fortunate in maintaining their agitation
owing to advantages in geographical lo-
cation to the present main centers of
Socfalist  thought and  activity. The}
states {r. the far west and south, far
northeast, and far southeast, and far’
northwest, are necessarily at a disad-
vantage under the circumstances. We
are now,.obliged to correspond with 21
state committees, each having distinet
plans and methods In order to arrange
a successful national lecture tour or
alltltlnn trip. The difficulties that

have beset the state committees and
ourselves appear about as follows:

L Finapeially., The State committes,
fearing to the proposed speaker
owing to donkt abaut the ability of the
locals to stand the expense,

2. Objections to the speakers pro-
posed, A speaker who may be accept-
able to the majority of state committees
may have to abandon his proposed tour
owing ta the objections of a mincrity
of the state committees, 1t is doubtful
if we have a publlc speaker in the
movement who would be acceptable to
all of the state committees at once as a
leeturer, while on the other hand it does
not necessarily follow that the adverse
decision of the state committee oo &
certain speaker represents the ::-‘X,t
meug vofee of the locdl i any
ular Instance:

A list should be at once complled of
all speakers ‘hom the N. E. C. Is wiling
to rt'commﬂ\d and who are willing to
give any regular wmount of time to the
work, 'Such a list of Democratic and
Republican speakers, reaching into the
tens of thousands and carefully classi-
fled, Is prepared every four years by
the campaign committees of those par-
ties, How much more necessary is it
for the Boclalists to do this when their
campalgn is continuous and when, there-
fore, such a list would certainly be in
use?

This list should be classified in such
a4 Way as to show how many and what
speakers are hble to give their entire
time to the work, what ones will glve a
portion and within what territory each
speaker Is willing to work. This list
should be corrected eévery three months
and a copy sent to each state commit-

to recefve them. .

This represents the “supply” side, so

to speak. On the other or “demand!
side constant communication should be
maintained with the State Committees
in organized states and with the locals
and Individual Soclalists in organized
states to ascertain-the speakers desired
Ume wanted, etc. When the State
Committee was willing to undertake the
work it should be given complete charge
of all speakers while they are in that
state. But the N, E. C, can do an al-
most limitless amount of good in as-
sisting the state organization In making
routes and planning meetings for spea-
kers,
The N. E. C. should also adopt a uni-
form system of remuneration for all
speakers who are placed upon theparty's
1ist of lecturers. If this is done it will
be easy for any Local to at once com-
pute the sxpense of any lectures which
it may desire to arrange. Anyone who
dounotdulnthnen&nmntol‘th
N. E. C. or thelr assistance luarrumnt
his lectures will be pertectly free to act
on his own responsibility or through
any other manager he may choose.

In this way the National headquar-
ters would become just what It should
be, the great ceater of Information and
|admintstration but not of control; It
would constitute a genter through
which the forces of organization and
muuon should be correhtu!.

“To make this plifi a success 1t would
be necessary for all speakers listed by
the NI B. C, to agree to make no con-
tracts for speaking outside of their own
city without first notifying the National
oficers. MThis wonld make It possible to
maintain order in the method of propa-
ganda without in any way autablishing
& dictatorship. It would ma¢e it pos-
sible to at once start a.very large num-
ber of organizers and agitators fnto the
field and keep them continuously at
work. It offers perfect flexibility and
permits the massing of as many work-
mumayuuﬂrdnm.m
whtn they may be needed and wanted.

Anysucha plan as this would demand
first of ‘all a capable organizer at Na-
tional headquarters who would give his
entire time to this branch of the work.
Indeed, he would probably soon need a
