EGYPT, THE SCANDINAVIAN COUN-
TRIES, ITALY, TANZANIA, YOU-
GOSLAVIA and ZAMBIA.

Beginning of the mon~h of Oóto 
ber: 

-a group of MPLA fiçhters des 
troyed a military truck and 
killed all the pas>engers on 
the way to LUIANO .Jost. 

- a section of MPLA 1;uerrillas 
made a mortar att·tck on the 
mil i tary barrack •Jf NINDA, 
causing unknown ~asses on 
the enemy. 

-an MPLA patrol attacked ~ 

camp of portuguese soldiers 
near the XIKULUI r iver. The 
camp was completely des tr~ 

and the enemy contingen ~ was 
put out of action. 

-another group of fighter s a! 
ttacked the military post 
of MUIE. 6(six) houses were 
destroyed. 
10 (ten) portuguese soldiers 
and 12 (twelve) elements of 
so-called "GE" were killed.
