Last Sunday night. g meeting has again
brought the platform propaganda of the

Comrades Dunbar, Bunting and Iven
Jones were on the stump. With his usual
adruitness and good humour Dunbar kept
the big meeting quiet’ and attentive. He
changed his usual style of propaganda, and
endeavoured to put the “young blood of the
audience on their mettle by inviting names
of those willing to serve in German . East.
There were none forthcoming. |

Ivon Jones then tackled the 51tuat10n
and his simple assertion that the war had
its origin in Capitalism started a series of
interruptions which soon made it impossible
to continue. Bunting followed, and was
given a fair hearing for a while, the end of
his address imarked however by ‘“‘chippings”
from the rowdtes, who formed after all only
a very small section of an otherwise atten-
tive:crowd. . |

Dunbar closed the meeting with the
after which the cordom of .

disperse. As usual we then announced
‘“ The International” for sale, the crowa
still looking on. One young chap came
up for three, tore them up, and flung them
into Ivon Jones face. This was_a signal
for arush. The whole of the * Interna-
tlonals ” were snatched and tdrn and scat-
‘Thus exulting, the hooligaas
charged Bunting and Jones, and for a while
there was an ugly mix up, Bunting get-

~ting some pnmmels and Ivon Jones a punch

in the jaw. Half a. dozen policemen whe
were provndenttallyand mysteriously close
at hand, not without apparent difficulty
marched both off to Marshall Square follow-
ed by a mixed crowd of supporters, sympat-

‘hisers neutrals and active execrators. After

a quarter of an hour’s detention, we were
released by a .side door 1nto a quieter street.

On Monday afternoon . warrants were
issued for the arrest, not of the meeting
breakers, but of comrades Dunbar, Bunting

- and Ivon Jones, on a charge of “the public-

ation of matter calculated tu excite public
feeling” under Act I. of 1914. Bail was |
allowed for £50 each, which was forthcom-
