Aiready it has
provoked irresponsible acts of des-
peration on the part of extremist
giements among the Jewish people,
and threats of vicienee on the part
of reactionary Arad circles.

Now British and American im-
periaiism mre taking advantage of
the chaos In Palestine W clymp
more Grmiy upon Jews and Arabs
the chains of coionial siavery. That
1is theé meaning of the partition pro-
posal. It leaves the way open to
inmake of Palestine & military base
from which to launch World War
Il It will transiorm the two pro-
posed scpatate communilies into vir-
tual military reservations, excluding
all posshilities of independence for
Palestine and the economic snd
political development of Jews and
Arabs. It is aimed at deepening the
gulf beiween Jews and Arabs, &t
preventing the unity between Jews
anid Arabs that Is necessary for a
irec mnd independent Paiesiine. It
continues the “divide and rrule”™ poi-
icy, whereby imperiaiism maintains
its domination.

It 1s unfortunate that certain sec-
tions of the Zionisi iesdership are
leaving the door open for the ne-
iceptance Gi this imperiaiist solilcn
of  the Palestine guestion.

All democratic mnd peace-loving
forces, however, will recognize the
rieaotionary, chawvinist and war-
meagering character of fthis pro-
poaai.

The New York State Committee
takes this occasion to endorse the
open letter sent by the Morning
Frelheit Association to the Amer-
ican Jewish Congress. It emphasizes
that section which declares:

“The central problem which faces
Palestine as well as the Yishuv is
1ts liberaiicn from imperialist rule.
This can be. achieved only on the
basis of a united Arab-Jewish fromt
and on the Dbasis of Arab-Jewish
agreement. Only on such & basis
can Palestine a8 a whole, and the
Yishuv in parsticuiar, gain independ-
ence mnd achieve full mnational
rights.

“The mciitepess of the situation
and the further perfls which have
been infrodiced by the paitition
propnsals, demand thal there be
no furtber deiay. It demands ac-
tiom on & broad basis, in which
leadership is given by the entire
American Jewish Community, its
organizaiions and leadership and
not by the Zionisi party alone.”

The New York State Commitiee
of the Communist Party hopes that
the American Jewish (Conference
will recognize lts respansibiliiies in
this critical moment and take Lhe
necessary united action.
